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Abstract - ZnO microparticles were in situ in the chitosan – attached cotton fabric following ‘equilibration – cum –
hydrotheermal’ approach to yield zinc oxide microparticles loaded cotton fabrics. The ZnO microparticles were
characterized by surface Plasmon resonance (SPR), X-ray diffraction and scanning electron microscopy (SEM)
techniques. The ZOMLC fabric showed fair antibacterial action against model bacteria E.coli.

Novel Strategy for Synthesis of ZnO Microparticles
Loaded Cotton Fabrics and Investigation of their

Antibacterial Properties

Introduction - There is an increasing demand for health
safeguarding products in market. The requirement for
hygienic living conditions has led to a great need of
antimicrobial materials that do not allow microbes to attach,
survive or at least proliferate on materials surfaces. Textiles,
being the chiefly used product by mankind, efforts are being
made to use them to safeguard our health. Antimicrobial
properties are being imparted to textile materials by
chemically or physically incorporating various functional
antibacterial agents onto fibers or fabrics by different
techniques, organic compounds such as halogenated
hydantoins have been employed in textile finishing
processes as antibacterial agents N-helamine compounds
have adequate solubility in water to allow a residual halogen
concentration in excess of that required for disinfection
microbial trends have demonstrated an increasing
resistance toward antibiotics and thus there has been
extensive search for newer and better moeds, to render
antimicrobial functions to the fabrics surfaces with the
emergence of nanotechnology, material scientists have
focused their attention on immobilizing nobel metals based
nano-particles like silver, gold, copper, etc on fibers because
these metal nanoparticles show biocidal action A number
of methods are used for the surface modification of fibers
and fabrics with these nanoparticles, including blending of
the nanoparticles in the polymer matrix before spinning or
chemical grafting of the desired fuctional groups onto the
fibers. Silver and gold nanoparticles have proved to be
highly efficient against microbes, but, the high cost of these
metals has limited their use as antibacterial agents on
industrial basis. Therefore, currently nanoparticle metal
oxides, such as ZnO, have emerged out as a new class of
important materials that are increasingly being developed
for use in research and health related applications, due to
their low cost, easy availability and unique chemical and
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physical properties. Recently, there have been several
reports regarding the antimicrobial activity of ZnO
nanoparticles. It has been reported, on the basis of
preliminary growth analysis, that ZnO nanoparticles have
higher antibacterial affects on microorganism. Nano ZnO
coat the same on cotton fabric to impart UV-radiation
blocking properties. The nano ZnO (2%) coated cotton
fabric absorbed nearly 75%of the incident UV-radiation. The
air permeability of ZnO – coated fabric was found to be
higher than plain fabric. A part of UV-bloking property, ZnO
nanoparticles also show fair biocidal action. Recently,
Vigneshwaran etal. Have impregnated cotton fabric with
zinc oxide – soluble starch nanocomposites and
investigated biocidal action of resulting fabrics against two
representative bacteria, Staphylococcus aureus and
Klebsiella. The fabric showed excellent antibacterial action.
ZnO nanoparticles are most suitable for antimicrobial
finishes in textile sectors, but in most of the research workds
carried out in recent past, the nanoparticles were coated
on to the cotton fabrics. However, the attachement of
microparticles to fabric is almost physical in nature in this
work; we have proposed a unique approach which involves
attachment of chitosan molecules onto cotton cellulose
fabric via coupling reaction induced covalent attachment
followed by incorporation of ZnO microparticles into chitosan
layer by ‘equilibration-cum-hydrothermal’ approach. We
used chitosan in this work due to its excellent
biocompatiblility and its strong binding tendency with metal
ions. The most important property of chitosan is its chelating
power with excellent adsorption capacities for a number of
metal ions due to its parent amino (-NH2) and hydroxy1 (-
OH) groups in its structure. The fabric has been investigated
for its biocidal action against.
Experiment al
Material
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Preparation of Chemically Modified Cellulose Fabrics
- Chemically modified cellulose fabric was prepared by
oxidizing the fabric by potassium periodate and then
chitosan was covalently attached to the modified fabric
before loading with ZnO microparticles. In brief, cotton
fabrics were washed thoroughly and dried in a dust free
chamber. Oxidised fabrics were prepared by following the
method given by Varavinit et al with slight modifications. 1
gm of cotton fabric was soaked in 250 ml of 0.01M of
potassium periodate at 500C for 24hrs. this lead to the
oxidation of fabrics, thus resulting in formation of cellulose
dialdehyde fabrics. Now, 1g of cellulose dialdehyde fabric,
prepared as mentioned above, was immersed in 30ml of 1
and 2 percent chitosan solutions prepared in 2 percent
acetic acid (v/v) solution, and allowed to react for a period
of 2 h at 500C. The fabric changed to pale yellow from white
due to the attachment of chitosan on the surface. The
chitosan attached fabrics were then further used to load
ZnO microparticles.
Preparation of ZnO Microp article Loaded Fabrics - 500
mg chitosan attached fabrics were immersed in 2% (w/v)
aqueous solution of Zinc chloride for 12h at 300C. The
loaded fabric was transferred into 0.02M aqueous solution
of sodium hydroxide. After 4h, the fabric was taken out and
kept in electric oven (Tempstar India) at 700C for 2h for
complete conversion of Zn(OH)

2
 into ZnO by thermal curing.

Finally, the fabric was washed with de-ionized water and
then put in vacuum chamber till further use. The sample
thus prepared were designated as ZOMLCA (X) fabric
where the number X in parenthesis denotes the
concentration of solution used for equilibration. For
example, the fabric prepared, as above, will be designated
as ZOMLCA . fabric where the number X in parenthesis
denotes the concentration of solution used for equilibration.

Characterization - The FTIR spectra of fabrics were
recorded with FTIR spectrophotometer (Shimadzu 8400 S,
(Shimadzu, Japan) using KBr. The surface Plasmon
resonance measurement of the fabrics was performed by
using Systronics 2201 UV spectrophotometer (Systronics
2201, India) XRD analysis for ZnO microparticles loaded
chitosan attached fabrics were also performed.
Transmission electron microscopy (TEM) studies of the
chitosan attached fabric and Zn microparticles loaded c
chitosan attached fabric were also performed.
Antimicrobial Activity - The antibacterial activity of plain,
chitosan attached and ZnO microparticles loaded chitosan

attached fabric was tested qualitatively and quantititatively
by zone inhibition methods. In all these methods,E.coli were
taken as model bacteria. For qualitative measurement of
antimicrobial activity, the fabrics (Plain, chitosan attached
and ZnO microparticles loaded chitosan attached were cut
into discs of known diameter and antimicrobial activity was
tested using modified agar diffusion assay (disc test). The
plates were examined for possible clear zones after
incubation at 370C for 24h. the presence of clear zone was
recorded as inhibition against the microbial species.

For percent reduction test, the test fabric was shaken
in a known concentration of bacterial suspension and the
reduction in bacterial activity was measured. The percent
reduction was calculated as:

R=(A-B)x 100/A
Where R is percent reduction, A is the number of

bacteria in the broth inoculated with the fabric sample
immediately after inoculation . contact time and B is the
number of bacteria recovered from the broth inoculated
with the fabric after the desired period.
Result s And Discussion
Fabrication of ZnO Microp article Loaded Fabrics  – In
the present study, we attached chitosan macromolecular
chains to the cotton cecellulose fabric and then used these
polymeric chains as template for introducing ZnO
microparticles. In this way, there occurs almost uniform
distribution of ZnO microparticles throughout the fabric and
the incorporated ZnO microparticles are well protected
within the attached chitosan chains.

When the fabrics are treated with potassium periodate
solution, the C

 linkage in cellulosic chains is cleaved

and cellulose dialdehyde is formed. Treatment of chitosan
solution with the fabric at this stage leads to coupling of the
amino (-NH

2
) groups of chitosan, with the aldehydic groups

of cellulosic fabrics . The chitosan attached fabrics are then
immersed in aqueous solution of salt solution where Zn
binds to the (-NH

2
) and hydroxy1 (-OH) groups of chitosan

and cellulosic networks .
From the above study it may be concluded that covalent

attachement of chitosan to oxidized cotton cellulose results
in formation of a fair substrate into which ZnO microparticles
can conveniently be entrapped to yield antibacterial fabric.
The fabric shows excellent biocidal action against . The
antibacterial action of fabric can simply be increased by
increasing the amount of chitosan bound. The fabric shows
great potential to be used in biomedical applications.

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Abstract - Recently particulate systems like nanoparticles have been used as a physical approch to alter and improve
the pharmacokinetic and pharmacodynamic properties of various types of drug molecules. They have been used in
vivo to protect the drug entity in the systemic circulation, restrict access of the drug to the chosen sites and to deliver
the drug at a controlled and sustained rate to the site of action. Drug delivery resarch is clearly moving from the micro
to the nanosize scale. Nanotechnology is therefore emerging as a field in medicine that is expected to elicit significant
therapeutic benefits. The development of effective nanodelivery systems capable of carrying a drug specifically and
safely to a desired site of action is one the most challenging tasks of pharmaceutical formulation investigators. They
are attempting to reformulate and add new indications to the existing blockbuster drugs to maintain positive scientific
outcomes and therapeutic breakthroughs. The nanodelivery systems mainly include nanoemulsions,lipid or polymeric
Nanoparticles and liposomes. For the past few years, there has been a considerable research on the basis of Novel
drug delivery system, using particulate vesicle systems as such drug carriers for small and large molecules,techniquesas
such dispersion of performed polymers, polymerization of monomers and lonic gelation or coacervation of hydrophilic
polymer.

Nanoparticles - An Overview

Introduction - Nanocapsules are systems in which the drug
is confined to a cavity surrounded by a unique polymer
membrane ,while nanospheres are matrix systems in which
the drug is physically and uniformly dispersed.

Depending upon to the method of preparation,
nanoparticles, nanospheres or nanocapsules can be
obtained.Nanocapsules are systems in which the drug is
confined to a cavity surrounded by a unique membrane,
while nanospheres are matrix systems in which the drug is
physically and uniformly dispersed. In recent years,
biodegradable polymeric nanoparticles, particularly those
coated with hydrophilic polymer such as poly known as long-
circulating particles, have been used as potential drug
delivery devices because of their ability to circulate for a
prolonged period time target a particular organ, as carrier
of DNA in gene therapy, and their ability to deliver proteins,
peptides and genes.

The input of todays nanotechnology is that it allows
real progress to achieve temporal and spatial site-specific
delivery. The market of nanotechnology and drug delivery
systems based on this technology will be widely felt by the
pharmaceutical industry. In recent years,the number of
patents and products in this field is increasing significantly
Several terminologies have been used to describe
nanoparticulate drug delivery systems. In most cases, either
polymers or lipids are used as carriers for the drug,and the
delivery systems have particle size distribution from few
nanometers to few hundred nanometers.

Nanomedicines is a large subject area and includes
nanoparticles that act as biological mimetic”nanomachics”
,nanofibers and polymeric nanoconstructs as
biomaterials,shape memory polymers as molecular and
nanoscale microfabrication based devices sensors and
laboratory diagnostics.
Polymerization method - In this method, monomers are
polymerized to  form nanoparticle in an aqueous
solution,Drugis incorporated either by being dissolved in
the polymerization medium or by odsorption ontothe
nanoparticles after polymerization completed. The
nanoparticle suspension is then purified to remove various
stabilizers and re-suspending the particles in an isotonic
surfactant- free medium.This technique has been reported
for making polybutylcyanoacrylate or poly nanoparticles.
Coacervation or ionic gelation method - The
nanoparticles preparation is carried by using biodegradable
hydrophilic polymers such as chitosan,gelatin and sodium
alginate. Developing a method for preparing hydrophilic
chitosannanoparticles by ionic gelation.In this method,
positively charged amino-group of chitosan interacts with
negative charged tripolyphosphate to form coacervates with
a size in the range of nanometer.
Production of nanop articles using supercritical fluid
technology - Conventional methods such as solvent
extraction-evaporation,solvent diffusion and organic phase
separation methods require the use of organic solvents
which are hazardous to the environment as well as to
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physiological systems.Therefore, the supercritical fluid
technology has been investigated as an alternative to
prepare biodegradable micro and nanoparticles because
supercritical fluids are environmentally safe. A supercritical
fluid can be generally defined as a solvent at a temperature
above its criticl temperature, at which the fluid remains a
single phase regardless of pressure 21.Supercritical CO2
is the most widely used supercritical fluid because of its
mild critical conditions nanotoxicity,nonflammability,and low
price. The most common processing techniques involving
supercritical fluids are supercritical antisolvent and rapid
expansion of critical solution. The process of SAS employs
a liquid solvents ,eg methanol,which is completely miscible
with the supercritical fluid,to dissolve the solute to be
micronized; at the process conditions,because the solute
is insoluble in the supercritical fluid, the extract of the liquid
solvent by supercritical fluid,the extract of the liquid solvent
by supercritical fluid leads to the instantaneous precipitation
of the solute,resulting the formation of nanoparticles . RESS
differs from the SAS process in that its solute is dissolved
in a supercritical fluidand then the solution is rapidly
expanded through a small nozzle into a region lower
pressure 21,Thus the solvent power of supercritical fluids
dramatically decreases and the solute eventually
precipitates.

This technique is clean because the precipitate is
basically solvent free.RESS and its modified process have
been used  for the product of polymeric nanoparticles 23.
Supercritical fluid technology technique, although
environmentally friendly and suitable for mass
production,requires specially designed equipment and is
more expensive.
Evaluation of Nanop articles
Zeta potential - The zeta potential of a nanoparticle is
commonly used to characterized the surface charge
property of nanoparticles. It reflects the electrical potencial
of particles and is influenced by the composition of the
particle and the medium in which it is dispersed.
Nanoparticle with a zeta potential above(+-) 30mV have
been shown to be stable in  suspension, as the surface
charge prevents aggregation of the particles.
Particle Shape - SEM characterizes the nanosuspension
before going for evaluation; the nanosuspension is
lyophilized to form solid particles. The solid particles are
coated with platinum alloy using a sputter coater.
Particle  size - Particle size and size distribution are the
most important characteristics of nanoparticle systems.
They determine the in vivo distribution, biological fate, and
toxicity and targeting ability of nanoparticle system. In
addition, they can also influence the drug loading, drug
release and stability of nanoparticles. Currently, the faster
and most routine method of determining particle size is by
photon-correlation spectroscopy or dynamic light scattering.
The results obtained by photon-correlation spectroscopy
are usually verified by scanning or transmission electron
microscopy.

Drug Entrapmaent Efficiency - The nanoparticles were
separated from the aqueous medium by the
ultracentrifugation at 10000 rpm for 30min at 50C. Then
the resulting supernatant solution was decanted and
dispersed into phosphate buffer saline pH 7.4. thus the
procedure was repeated twice to remove the unentrapped
drug molecules completely. The  amount of drug entrapped
in the nanoparticles was determined as the difference
between the total amount of drug used to prepare the
nanoparticles and the amount of drug present in the
aqueous medium.
Drug Entrapment efficiency(%)= Amount of released from
the lysed nanoparticle X 100 Amount of drug initially taken
to prepare the Nanoparticles.
Advant ages of Nanop articles - The advantages of using
nanoparticles as a drug delivery system include the
following:
(a) Particle size and surf ace characteristics of

nanoparticles can be easily manipulated to achieve
both passive and active drug targeting after parenteral
administration.

(b) They control and sustain release of the drug during
the transportation and at the site of localization, altering
organ distribution of the drug and subsequent
clearance of the drug so as to achieve increase in drug
therapeutic efficacy and reduction in side effects.

(c) Site-specific targeting can be achieved by attaching
targeting ligands to surface of particles or use of
magnetic guidance.

(d) Controlled release and particle degradation
characteristics can be readily modulated by the choice
of matrix constituents. Drug loading is relatively high
and drugs can be incorporated into the systems without
any chemical reaction; this is an important factor for
preserving the drug activity.

(e) The system can be used for various routes of
administration including oral, nasal, parenteral, intra-
ocular etc.

Limit ations of Nanop articles :
(a) Small size and large surface area can lead to

particleparticle aggregation, making physical handling
of nanoparticles difficult in liquid and dry forms.

(b) In addition, small particls size and large surface area
readily result in limited drug loading and burst release.
These practical problems have to be overcome before
nnanoparticles can be used clinically or made
commercially available.

Nanoparticls for Gene delivery - Polynucleotide vaccines
work by delivering genes encoding relevant antigens to host
cells where they are expressed, producing the antigenic
protein within the vicinity of professional antigen presenting
cells to initiate immune response. Such vaccines produce
both humoral and cellmediated immunity because
intracellular production of protein, as opposed to
extracellular deposition,stimulates both arms of the immune
system.
Nanotechnology in Medicine Application:
Anti-Microbial T echniques - One of the earliest
nanomedicine applications was the use of nanocrystaline
silver,which is as antimicrobial agent for the treatment of
wounds, A nanoparticle has been shown to fight staph
infections. The nanoparticles contain nitric oxide gas, which
is known to kill bacteria. Studies on mice have shown that
using the nanopartie cream to release nitric oxide gas at
the site of staph abscesses significantly reduced the
infection. Burn dressing that is coatedwith nanocapsules
containing antibiotics. If a infection starts the harmful
bacteria in the wound cause the nanocapsules to break
open, releasing the antibiotics. This allows much quicker
treatment of an infection and reduces the number of times
a dressing has to be changed. A welcome idea in the early
study stages is the elimination of bacterial infections in a
patient within minutes, instead of delivering treatment with
antibiotics oveeer a period of weeks.
Absorption enhancement using non-specific
interactions - In general, the gastrointestinal absorption
of macromolecules and particulate materials involves either
paracellular route or endocytotic pathway. The paracellular
route of absorption of nanoparticlesutilises less than 1% of
mucosol surface area. Using polymers such as chitoson,
starch or poly can increase the paracellular permeability of
macromolecules. Endocytotic pathway for absorption of
nanoparticles is either by receptor-mediated endocytosis,
that is, active targeting, or adsorptive endocytosis which

does not need any ligands. This process is initiated by an
unspecific physical adsorption of material to the cell surface
by electrostatic forces such as hydrogen bonding or
hydrophobic interactions, Adsorptive endocytosis depends
primarily on the size and surface properties of the material.
If the surface charge of the nanoparticles is positive or
uncharged, it will provided an affinity to adsorptive
enterocytes thgough hydrophobic, whereas if it negatively
charged and hydrophilic, it shows greater affinity to
adsorptive enterocytes and M cells. This shows
hydrophilicity play a major role in affinity. This is
demonstrated with poly nanoparticles and when it is
carboxylated.
Nanotechnology in Medicine Application: Cell Rep air -
Nanorobots could actually be programmed to repair specific
diseased cells, functioning in a similar way to antibodies in
our natural healing processes.

Existentialism in Some of the Novels
of Shashi Deshpande

Introduction - There are many novelists in Indian Fiction
in English who write about women. Such novelists write
about identity crisis  and existential dilemmas of  female
protagonists. In this category , Arundhati Roy , Anita Desai,
Anita Nair , Shobha De and nevertheless Shashi Deshpande
are the most prominent ones . Shashi Deshpande’s fiction
is full of the sufferings and afflictions of female characters,
which result in the form of existentialism. Shashi Deshpande
is one of the most famous novelists of Indian Writing in
English. She has written children’s books, short stories  and
novels. Some well-known novels written by her are That
Long Silence, The Dark Holds No Terrors, The Binding Vine,
Small Remedies, Roots and Shadows, If I Die Today etc.
The chief themes in the novels of Shashi Deshpande are
identity crisis, inequal treatment and most of all the theme
of existentialism. This subject of existentialism is indeed a
realistic one along with the similar realistic presentation of
Deshpande in most of her novels. The novelist particularly
projects the existential miseries of female characters in her
novels. The novelist has projected the theme of
existentialism that is associated with the hazardous and
fatal atmosphere that female members of society
continuously confront especially in Indian society in which
these ladies have always been considered as second
citizen. The novelist has located the theme of existentialism
relating the thought that women have always been second
sex .

The presentation of the theme of existentialism in her
novels is apparently mentionable.The characters in her
fictional world confront existential circumstances.
Deshpande is very much interested in dealing with the
problems related to the existence of the characters  Such
characters feel that their existence is nothing to do with the
actual realities of life .The life they continue is meaningless
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and senseless .They feel that they don’t have any existence.
Actually they experience  that they don’t live but just breathe.
Shashi Deshpande’s description of the characters in which
their life is  projected as full of  trials and tribulations. They
pass through different stages of existentialism.

The theme of existentialism has been projected by
Deshpande through the female characters. The heroines
become the victims through the existential problems in her
fiction. These heroines in the novels of Shashi Deshpande
encounter the miseries of existentialism and the chief
reasons of their problems are marital dissonance, inequal
treatment, patriarchal mode of society etc. According to
Indian society, a woman always depends on her father,
brother, husband or any other male for the fulfilment of her
existence. The fatal causes lead these female portrayals
to unwanted situations like suppression, depression,
oppression, identity crisis, survival problems, fractured and
tortured self.

They are dominated,
oppressed, exploited and tortured in our male favoured
society where women are always considered as second
sex. In such puzzling atmosphere they continuously face
unending problems which do not let them live freely.
The Concept of Existentialism : Existentialism is one of
the significant and well-known philosophies of the
world.Being a philosophy existentialism is related with the
existence of people. Existentialism is associated with the
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miseries , which are connected with the existence of human
characters. The term existentialism denotes the
experiences of individuals.  Individual existence is very
much important in existentialism.  Existentialism associates
the situation of human beings.  The chief attention of this
concept is to project the struggle of human beings for their
survival and existence. When one experiences that he or
she is not able to breathe freely  and independently and his
or her liberty is made limited then the feeling of
existentialism occurs.

Shashi Deshpande is such
a great novelist who has presented existential predicaments
of the feminine portrayals in her fiction that this subject
automatically becomes more remarkable through her
excellent and extra ordinary presentation of this subject.
Existentialism is indeed one of the outstanding
characteristics of Shashi Deshpande as a novelist .

The Dark Holds No Terrors is the first novel of Shashi
Deshpande in which the sad story of a suppressed soul
Saru has been dealt associating the theme of existentialism.
Saru  has to suffer because of her feminine gender. She is
always made limited, before marriage at her parental house
and after marriage at her husband’s house. Her life seems
to be stopped at one place only. She suffers from existential
problems. Saru continuously travels during a worthless
journey from nowhere to nowhere. She feels that she has
no existence at all.

Jaya in Shashi Deshpande’s That Long Silence
encounters the tortures of existentialism which provide
emptiness in her life. Being a middle class house wife Jaya
confronts the plights resulted due to existentialism and
identity crisis. Jaya is again and again made realise that in
order to continue her life she has to depend on some male
whether father or husband or someone else. She is forced

to obey other males who are there in her life . Jaya
experiences that she does not have any individual existence
Shashi Deshpande’s The Binding Vine is another instance
of the delineation of the theme of existentialism. Urmi ,
another female protagonist is also another victim of
existential chains in this novel. Urmi’s chances of
advancement are curtailed in patriarchal society.  She also
suffers  from  existen tial troubles .                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                

In her next novel Small Remedies the novelist again
pictures the existential miseries through the character
sketch of Madhu who fights to prove herself as an individual.
The other characters in the novel continuously realise
Madhu that she is alone.

All these
deadly circumstances result in the form of existential
dilemma.
Conclusion  - The novelist Shashi Deshpande not only
presents problems of existence but also suggests solutions
too. Women have been under the control of men but
Deshpande provides straight forward solutions of these
existential problems in the form of orientation of women.
The fractured and tortured souls of her novels finally realise
that they also have existence as individuals. Through her
novels Deshpande concludes that if there are many ways
of exploitation so there are also many ways to prove their
identity. The ending of most of her novels is itself a safe
conclusion in which these exploited female portrayals begin
to assert their identity and existence .
Suggestions and Findings - Through this paper  a modest
attempt has been made to present some suggestions and
findings. According to the ultimate message of Shashi
Deshpande women must realise their existence and prove
themselves.

From the later-1930s, an array of new mathematical
tools from the differential calculus and differential equations,
convex sets, and graph theory were deployed to advance
economic theory in a way similar to new mathematical
methods earlier applied to physics. The process was later
described as moving from mechanics to axiomatic.

Optimization theory as a key ingredient of economic
theorems that in principle could be tested against empirical
data.
Approximation - An approximation is a representation of
something that is not exact, but still close enough to be
useful. Although approximation is most often applied to
numbers, it is also frequently applied to such things as
mathematical functions, shapes and physical laws.

Approximations may be used because incomplete
information prevents use of exact representations. Many
problems in physics are either too complex to solve
analytically, or impossible to solve using the available
analytical tools. Thus, even when the exact representation
is known, an approximation may yield a sufficiently accurate
solution while reducing the complexity of the problem
significantly.

The type of approximation used depends on the
available information, the degree of accuracy required, the
sensitivity of the problem to this data, and the savings
(usually in time and effort) that can be achieved by
approximation.
Input-output economics - In 1936, the Russian–born
economist Wassily Leontief built his model of input-output
analysis from the ‘material balance’ tables constructed by
Soviet economists.

Definitions of e-government range from “the use of
information technology to free movement of information to
overcome the physical bounds of traditional paper and
physical based systems”to “the use of technology to
enhance the access to and delivery of government services
to benefit citizens, business partners and employees”.The
common theme behind these definitions is that e-
government involves the automation or computerization of
existing paper-based procedures that will prompt new styles
of leadership, new ways of debating and deciding strategies,
new ways of transacting business, new ways of listening to
citizens and communities, and new ways of organizing and
delivering information.

e-Government can be defined as the use of information
and communications technologies by governments to
enhance the scope and quality of information and services
provided to citizens, businesses, civil society
organizations(trusts) and other government agencies. e-
government system strengthens the democracy in an
efficient, cost-effective and convenient manner, making
government processes more transparent and accountable.
The goal of e-Government is not merely to computerize
governmental records; to the contrary, the ultimate goal of
e-Government is to transform government processes. 
Indeed, successful e-Government is at most 20%
technology and at least 80% about people, processes, and
organizations.  It is important, therefore, to recognize that
e-Government is the start of the process not an end. e-
Government should eventually disappear as a distinct
concept, because technology plays vital role for performing
government processes and technologies helps to
accomplish all governmental operations. The key question,
therefore, is whether the integration of government and
technology will serve the interests of the public.

In order to achieve the goal s of e-government system
i.e. efficiency, transparency and democratic participation
requires the involvement of changing both internal
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processes and the ways in which governments interact with
citizens and businesses. Furthermore, e-Government in and
of itself cannot achieve efficiency or other reform goals.  e-
Government is a tool to carry out reforms which are
supported by government leadership and beneficial to
citizens. Accordingly, e-Government initiatives are likely to
have the widest impact when they are pursued within the
context of broader strategies for governmental reform,
improved access to ICT, and human and economic
development.

E-government is the use of information and
communications technology (ICT) to promote more efficient
and cost-effective government, facilitate more convenient
government services, allow greater public access to
information, and make government more accountable to
citizens.

The intended effect of e-government technology is to
make government more efficient. Citizens are expected to
access information and services faster, in a more
personalized manner and cheaper than before.

Ultimately, e-government aims to enhance access to
and delivery of government services to benefit citizens. More
important, it aims to help strengthen government’s drive
toward effective governance and increased transparency
to better manage a country’s social and economic resources
for development.
Life-Cycle in e-Government

Planning and implementing - T ypically, human and
financial resources are two most important factors that
contribute to success. Applications must be deployed to
provide the services specified, but also at the right time, so
that user take-up is optimized. Change management is
another important issue in this phase. Typically, again,
several applications can be developed simultaneously
ranging from the simple to the extremely complex.

Getting rid of silos and allowing sharing of information
is one of the goals of e-Government, and coordination to
ensure inter-operability is another concern. This and issues
of technology, user friendliness, availability, scalability,
ownership and pricing of services will dominate this phase.
Operations - The operations phase has two objectives.
The first is reliable day-to-day operations and the second
is the progressive integration of systems to achieve service
transformation.
Monitoring - Monitoring relates to optimization of services.
E-government projects can take a long time to permeate.
Confidence of users to transact business through the
impersonal machines does not come easily. It needs strong
day-to-day monitoring.

Building up the services, capturing and resolving
customer feedback are prime concerns during the
monitoring phase.
Delivery Models and activities of e-government - The
three main target groups that can be distinguished in e-
government concepts are government, citizens and
businesses/interest groups. The external strategic
objectives focus on citizens and businesses and interest
groups, the internal objectives focus on government itself.

The four types of e-government services are:
1. Government-to-Citizen (G2C)
2. Government-to-Business (G2B)
3. Government-to-Government (G2G)
4. Government-to-Employee (G2E)
Within each of these interaction domain four kinds of
activities takes place:
1. Pushing information over internet, e.g: regulatory

services, general holidays, public hearing schedules,

issue briefs, notification, etc.
2. Two way communications between agency and the

citizen, a business, or another government agency. In
this model, user can engage in dialogue with agencies
and post problems, comments or request to the agency.

3. Conducting transaction, loading tax return, applying for
services and grants.

4. Governance, e.g: online polling, voting and
campaigning.

integrated, secure services, the need for effective
governance – accountable decision-making and the
structures and processes that turn decisions into actions –
has never been greater. Governance issues are complex
and easy to get wrong, but E-Government success depends
on getting them right.
Effective E-Governance enables decision-making as well
as decision follow-through across three primary
components:
1. Leadership: The roles and responsibilities of the
organization’s appointed officials and senior executive
management that shape the organization’s strategic vision,
culture, decision-making processes, and plan for action.
2. Organizational S tructure:  The structure and form of
organizational relationships that support decision-making,
foster appropriate culture, and build essential skills in order
to marshal resources to make things happen.
3. Process Management: The management of how
organizations serve their customers and measure success
or failure, including leadership and decision-making
processes, as well as changes to operational processes
required to support new E-Government capabilities.

Goals of e-government system
a. Creating a better business environment - The use of
ICT in government and the establishment of an e-
government infrastructure help to create a business-friendly
environment by streamlining the interaction and improving
the interface between government and business. By cutting
out redundancies in procedures and emphasizing
immediate and efficient delivery of services, e-government
creates the conditions that attract investors/ investment.

The concept of e-
government is claiming for increased efficiency and
effectiveness of government, but these goals will be
achieved only if service will be available to one hundred
percent of citizens. Even if Internet population is
exponentially growing, there is a significant portion of the
people who may not be able to access e-government for
various reasons. Some users may have physical or

cognitive limitations, both permanent as well as temporary.
Some others can have limited access to ICT technologies
and devices.
Usability -  Users are often non expert users, or, at least,
they may use applications in an irregular way, and need
guidance to find the right way to perform their transactions.
Governmental web sites must be usable, to be effective.
Accept ance -  Successful implementation of e-government
requires a re-conceptualization of government. As e-
government becomes a reality, the public sector
organizational structure will change accordingly both
internally and externally. The focus of change will be on the
system efficiency and the citizens. Internally, the power
conflicts over departmental boundaries and control of
services will become more apparent as integration
progresses. Externally, government processes will be
organized for citizens’ convenience instead of the
convenience of the government. In other words, the
integration should not be driven by efficiency and
effectiveness alone. A relevant issue will be to have all the
citizens well aware of the facilities offered by the e-
government infrastructure, and have them to trust in it. This
task may require appropriate marketing actions and
education of less skilled people.

Introduction - Wealth creation is not an art. This is one’s
attribute towards money. How does one know whether one
has the right kind of attitude? Wealth creation, perhaps one
of the basic instincts of human being which grew with the
development of society and economy, that is why we have
billionaires and trillionaires. It is observed that wealth
creation is not an art but one’s attribute towards money
and wealth. Everybody knows that wealth creates further
wealth but there are always risk and uncertainties. It is
obvious that money / wealth creation requires knowledge,
information, risk bearing capacity, a zeal for it and so on.
Thus it is simply not the calculations but beyond it, which
will depend upon once attitude which is revealed through
investment behaviour. It requires proper understanding of
wealth, its value, availability of avenues for investment,
analytical skill relating to compare in between possible risk
and reward.

However as observed “Effective risk, taking in Jhon
Coates wrote recently Investment Behaviour relating to risk
Investor’s biology gets in the way of his ability to asses
risk. In that case his body and brain function in Morphs into
over confidence and dangerous behaviour may take on
positions of ever increasing size, which ever worsen risk
award trade –off. Even Warren Buffet asks investors to be
fear full when others are greedy, and to be greedy when
others are fearful. It is necessary for an investor that he
develops his own coping system. This system requires that
an investor must (1) acknowledge his problem since many
times it is not the market but investors feeling which
persuades him buy or sell stock / assets. (2) With this
decision he must use whatever information is available to
him. (3) One must realize that he may make mistakes then
prepare a check list and then proceed. Everyone should
realize that financial awareness is must today,in order to
assess where he stands financially and to focus his financial
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efforts in the right direction. (4) While managing his finance
he must understand money, its value and the available
avenues for the investment, financial institution, the rate of
return/ risk.Since investment is made into an uncertain
future, the future is to be anticipated and that involves risk.

The word Investment originates in Latin ‘Vestis’ which
means garment and it refers to be act of putting things into
other pockets. Gradually it is explained as the commitment
of money or capital to purchase financial instruments or
other assets in order to gain profitable return in form of
interest income or appreciation of the value of assets.
Motive, purpose and need of Investment - An investor
has a number of expectations from his investment, in
general they are-Safety, Liquidity, Income, Capital
appreciation, Diversification, Tax benefit.

Historically the concept of investment developed with
the use of capital which is a critical resource of production.
A producer uses capital for further production that is called
investment. In due course it was realised that individual
save amount from their earnings which can be used as
capital and for this individuals are to be motivated for making
investment. The entire process at micro level is utilising
saving in a way by an individual/ organisation with the hope
of some reward (interest) which is called investment.In
financial arena the investment term isused for allocating
money for yielding further income.

No investor wants to lose his capital that is the strongest
consideration for him. In India many such events took place
when for various reasons investor has lost his money
(Harshad Mehta, subprime lending, etc). Efforts are made
to avoid such losses. The diversification is undertaken with
a view to minimize risk. Thus basic motive is to earn further
income through one’s resources and that becomes his
need.

The frame work relating to investors need should be
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divided in four levels. At this stage he should take in account
‘hierarchy of needs’ a concept given by Abraham Maslow.
These hierarchies of investing needs are as follows:
Level-1:  Basic contingencies need: A basic contingence
fund should be created at this stage .Such fund should be
available in a short period.
Level-2:  Exercise to minimise the risk and maximise the
return.
Level-3: Savings for short term goals: This is that money
which can be used to meet any problem.All this should be
in minimal risk avenues
Level-4: Savings long period: This will be fora period of 2-
3 years.

Such differences in responsiveness appear to be a key
component of behaviour variations. Thus individuals are
making investment which involves risks and rewards. From
an individual point of view he hasto take a decision
considering the expected return on the one side and degree
of risk involved on the other.Thus any person thinking of
investment has to take decision as to where, how much,with
what risks and rewards it should be made. As number of
factors influence this decision which is guided by his
behaviour is called investment behaviour.  It is obvious that
this decision is crucial since the investment and its trend
will depend upon it.

Logically, as the classical economists suggested that
the rate of return should be the governing factor for making
investment and the behaviour should attempt to identify or
expect the return from various avenues and his choice
should be that which gives maximum return with minimum
risk.  This is considered the rationality on the part of the
investor. This is analysed in Portfolio theory.The idea that
financial market is efficient is one of the core tenants of
modern portfolio theory.

Thus rational behaviour was considered as guiding
anchor. It implied that objective treatment of available
information is necessary. However very soon under the
influence of psychologist and economist, irrationality in the
behaviour of human being has been accepted .The financial
researcher focused on behavioural scientist realizing
psychological factors such as perception and biases
influencing investor’s behaviour. Subsequent researchers
added few other concepts, like prospect theory (Kahneman
and Tversky, 1979)1 and mental accounting (Thaler,
1985)2will be able to explain investment behaviour more
accurately.
The process of investment according to investment
behaviour - The investment behaviour generally follows a
definite process for achieving the goal. This process maybe
like asgiven below:
1. Determine financial condition, goals and risk
tolerance level:Investor must understand his own worth,
his savings, his cash flow available for investing, his
expense needs for cash.It is proper that a financial
statement is prepared of the present and about possible
future,considering his goals.

2. Determine the appropriate asset allocation: This is
the most important part of investment process .Since it
mostly determine the degree of both risk and return from
his investment. The priority while deciding this allocation is
on controlling risk. A simple rule is the more risk adverseone
is, the more he should diversify. The best allocation of assets
will depend on the expected return, volatility and correlation
between assets. The objective is to secure highest return
given acceptable level of risk or to assume minimum risk.
One can avail services of advisor. He should evaluate
various alternatives if he wants to be an active investor,
otherwise he may be passive investor.
3. Select Investment vehicles and implement
strategy:While selecting appropriate vehicle, the number
of factors are to be examined and evaluated such as
expenditure incurred in the process, tax burden if any, return
from investment etc. Here the distinction between   active
and passive investor becomes important.
4. Monitor portfolio, re-evaluate goals and constant
re-balance: If one buys a security /asset he can evaluate
or measure against the performance of stock market itself.
One needs to monitor and value continuously his portfolio
and other variables and then he must re-balance his
portfolio.
5. Documentation of his result: One should maintain
appropriate documents of his investment. This is both for
further use and taxation purpose.
Categories of Investors - Most investors can be classified
as either overconfident or status quo investors.
Overconfident investors tend to be excessively active
traders and status quo investors display a lack of attention
to supervise their portfolios. The best advice is to find a
suitable balance between the two types of investor’s
behaviour.
Overconfident investors:Investors often exhibit
overconfident behaviour resulting in ruthless consequences.
They may display overconfidence in both the quality of their
information and their ability to act on it. Ricciardi (2008)3

observes that people tend to misjudge their skills, abilities,
and predictions for investment decision. Barber and Odean
(2001)4study the role of trading behaviour and gender bias
for a sample of 35,000 individual accounts over a six-year
period. Their findings reveal that males are not only more
overconfident about their investing abilities but also trade
more often than females. Compared to women, men also
tend to sell their stocks/assets at the incorrect time resulting
in higher trading costs. Women generally trade less and
apply a “buy and hold” approach resulting in lower trading
costs.
Status quo investors:Generally Investors suffer from
status quo bias in which they tend to avoid to the same
judgment or accept the current situation. Changing this
indifference requires strong motivation or incentives. It takes
place when investors fail to update their economic
conditions in spite of potential gains from doing so. Instead,
they stick to a position, such as holding a stock/asset
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instead of selling it or otherwise act in a suboptimal manner.
Status quo bias reveals the drawbacks of a simple “buy
and hold” strategy for long-term investors. To oppose this
bias, investors should implement a disciplined investment
strategy which is based on a portfolio approach.
Investment Behaviour and Investment Pattern -
Investment Behaviour and Investment Pattern are related
but different. Investment pattern is always governed through
earning, consumption, saving behaviour. India is one of the
fastest growing economies in the world. In the past decade
(2000-2010), India’s gross domestic product (GDP) has
grown at an average rate of 7.27 percent.  However
thereafter the growth rate slowed due to global impact and
it was on an average during 2010-2014 it has been less
than 6 percent.

Investor’s Behaviour shows the decision making
exercise based upon the attitude and rationality of the
investor’s .Every investor is interested in maximizing return
on his investment. Therefore investors have to choose
various avenues available to him. Thus it determines the
portfolio of investor. It is also obvious that one should not
invest in one type of avenue.Since alternatives are available
and uncertainties are always there .therefore he has to
invest in diversified avenue to maximize his return. Thus
Investment pattern is decided by the investor’s behaviour
with the goal of maximizing his return.

As already discussed, investment behaviour is guided
by objective information and psychological factors. It plays
vital role in decision making by an investor.
Conclusion - Study of Investment pattern helps us to
manage the Investment, Able to deal with complex choices,
Risk-averse and Wealth maximizing.Each investor selects
the portfolio that maximizes expected return while
minimizing risk. Investment behaviour is critical to an
individual’s future and that decision may be contingent on
many factors. It has been argued that attitudes among other
variables can predict the investment decision process (East,

1993). Prior research has suggested that the improvement
of education in financial management significantly
correlates with decision-making on critical investment
issues (Chen and Volpe, 1998).5To get the best out of
investment, an understanding of human nature in financing
perspective is required .In addition, investors  need to
develop a positive vision, foresight, patience and drive. The
point of distinction between investors” investing behaviour
includes factors like demographic factors which includes
socio-economic background, educational attainment level,
age, race and sex. The most crucial challenge faced by
the investors is in the area of investment decisions. In
designing the investment portfolio, the investors consider
their financial goals, risk tolerance level, and other
constraints. In addition to that, they predict the output mean-
variance optimization. However this process is better suited
for institutional investors; and not for individual investors
who are susceptible to behavioural biases.
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Abstract - Stress is bio-psychological in nature. The presence of stress negatively affects the wellbeing of the individual.
Well-being includes the relationship of the mind, spirit and body. It also explores the psychological dimensions.
Psychological pressure in the workplace derives from cultural, organization and management environments as well
as the work tasks that staff are asked to perform. Within the police environment, operational duties may well come
under the category to traumatic stress such as a major disaster or shooting incident. Exposure to these can result in
post traumatic stress disorder (PTSD). As it is dealing with managing rather than front line officers, the concentration
is more on the routine sources of job pressures that may adversely affect senior officers. The present study aims to
investigate the intervention effect of Eastern and Western stress management techniques. The sample of 240 police
personnel within the age range of 19-40 yrs through purposive random sampling with middle socio economic status
was studied. The Police S tress Scale  developed by Chouhan V.L. and Sharma R. (2009) was used to measure the
level of stress. Then the stressed police personnel were given the therapeutic intervention by Eastern and Western
approaches. The results showed that there is a significant difference between the effectiveness of both Eastern and
Western Approaches. Both the approaches are effective in reducing the level of stress but the eastern approaches
are more effective comparatively.

Eastern & Western Approaches For Wellbeing:
Excellence Through Stress Management

Introduction - Police Organization is the biggest
organization of people who takes care of the protection of
human kinds they are also human beings and always
struggle for the existence to be dedicated, deployed servant
of government organization. On one side they have to
interact with individuals and groups for the well-being of
the society in term of security and safeness but on the other
side they are also as an member of the society struggling
for their existence (Srivast ava,2005). During this struggle
they forget about their own components and well being due
to their hard duty, encounters and case studies etc.

Stress is defined as an adaptive response to an
external situation that result in physical, psychological and
behavioral deviations for organizational participants. Modern
living has brought with it not only innumerable means or
comfort but also plethora of demands that tax human body
and mind. That awareness of a demand that exceeds the
coping ability of an individual is called stress. This has been
considered as the number one emotional and physical
health problem. Though stress is an inescapable part of
life style, it is manageable to a large extent. With proper
understanding of the processes that cause stress, the
situation can be well managed. Stress is a global
phenomenon. It is an individual’s physical, mental and
psycho-emotional surrounding and overload in excess of
this capacity to cope through “soluble resources”
(Bhatia,1999).
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This globalization, industrialization & liberalization has
led to changes in almost every sphere of life viz, technical,
professional and educational. On one hand it has added
speed and pace to the life but at the same time human has
lost their mental peace and self contentment. It has
increased competition and there by conflict and mental
stress. Stress is a very natural and important part of life.
Without stress there would be no life at all, every individual
need stress but not too much negative stress for too long
is called distress.

How one can handle stress depends on being able
recognize where it’s coming from, and understanding his
stress-management options so you can chose the best one
for his situation. It includes different types of relaxation
techniques. The most common and acceptable technique
is Yoga. Yoga seems to be the earliest and the most effective
method for providing peace and tranquility of mind.
However, there are several other methods which have
developed in various parts of the world and all these have
probablyderived inspiration from Yoga in the early periods
(Elden,1997).

Likewise the eastern approaches several western
approaches are practiced for stress management in
different organizations some of them are massage,
Acupressure, Acupuncture.
Stress management is the need of the hour. However hard
we try to go beyond a stress situation, life seems to find
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new ways of stressing us out and plaguing us with anxiety
attacks. Moreover, be it our anxiety, mind-body exhaustion
or our erring attitudes, we tend to overlook causes of stress
and the conditions triggered by those. In such unsettling
moments we often forget that stressors, if not escapable,
are fairly manageable and treatable(Hassmen,2000).
Objective- To do a comparative study of Eastern and
Western stress management techniques in management
of stress among police personnel.
Hypothesis- There is no significant difference of eastern
and western approaches for stress management.

l Locale of the Study - The locale of the present study
was confined to the police personnel of Udaipur district of
Rajasthan.

administrating “Police Stress Scale” developed by Chouhan
V.L. & Sharma R.(2010). Then in phase-2, the 10% of total
sample i.e. 24 police personnel were selected by purpo-
sive random sampling to study the effectiveness of East-
ern and Western Stress management Techniques.

Eastern Approaches of S tress Management - Like other
persons police personnel stresses depend on being able
to recognize it, knowing where it’s coming from, and
understanding their stress management options so one can
chose the best one for their situation. Following are the
steps and types of eastern approaches which were applied
during intervention:
1. Yogic Exercise (through Yogasanas & Suryanamaskar)
2. Breathing Control (through Pranayam)
3. Meditation (Hindu Meditation with a sound of OM)
The following schedule was followed for the eastern
approach with a certain fixed determined order:

Yogic Exercise for 20 minutes which includes several
asanas alongwith Surya Namaskar and at last the Shavasana,
Just after the completion of Shavasana, Pranayam was
conducted for 10 minutes.At last 15 minutes Hindu meditation
was executed with concentrating on sound ‘OM’.
Western Approaches of stress Management:  With the
technical development and globalization the persons are
copying various other therapies for their stress reduction.

The understanding of stress management largely depends
on the popularity of the technique several western
approaches are available in the scenario but for the present
study the western approaches taken are massage,
acupressure and acupuncture through expert in the
respective area.
Following steps and types of western approaches which
were applied during intervention.
1. Acupressure for 15 minutes through an expert.
2. Massage for 15 minutes through massager.
3. Acupuncture for 10 minutes only on 5 points through

an expert possessing M.B.B.S. degree holder. The
schedule was followed for one month. The interventions
were given daily even on Sunday also.

Discussion - The result table shows that the mean stress
scores of the selected sample before giving eastern
approaches is 45.25 and after giving them eastern approach
it is found 31.75. The t score is found 29.85 which is
significant at 0.01 level it means that eastern approach is
effective in reducing stress level of police personnel. On
the other hand the mean stress score of sample before
giving them western approach is 44.67 and after giving them
western approach it is found 41.17. The t score is found
23.22 which is also significant at 0.01 level . it indicates
that the western approaches are also effective in reducing
the level of stress.

Introduction - The concept of legal aid is not new in India
legal aid has existed since the very inception of Indian
civilization.  Its beginning could be traced to the natural
instinct of a man to help his neighbor and other fellow beings
against injustice and redress grievances on the basis of
equality. The courts of law are open to all.

In India in past during Vedic period and there after
justice was administered by the elders of the community in
the villages on the basis of justice, equality and good
conscience. The institution was known as Naya Panchayats
and the parties to the dispute were found by verdict of elders,
whose decisions were final and acceptable to all. There
was no question of payment of any court fees and fees to
the lawyers and middle men were unknown justice was
entirely free and there was no question of inequality in
dispensing justice by reason of economic disability or
otherwise.
    The ideal of an egalitarian society with philosophy of
social justice as enshrined in the preamble part III and Part
IV said to be conscience of the constitution sufficiently stress
that the founding fathers of the constitution directed the
future government in India that there would be no gap
between the pauper, pariah and the ‘haves’ in so far as
distributive justice is concerned. The constitution in articles
14, 21 and 22 (i) adumbrate the concept of justice where in
the rich and the poor have been given equal access to
justice.

Which affords
the poor an opportunity to seek justice from the court with
of without little cost legal aid, therefore is essentially all a
law-men’s, affair be it judges, judicial officers, or lawyers.
Legal Aid Post 1976 Era :  However it was not until 1976
that in India provision for legal aid to the poor was
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incorporated by the constitution (42nd amendment) Act,
1976 and made a part of directive principles or state policy.
Article 39A obligates the state to secure that the operation
of legal system promotes justice, on the basis of equal
opportunity and shall in particular, provide free legal aid by
suitable legislation or schemes or in any other way that
opportunities for security justice are not denied to any citizen
by reason of economic or other disabilities. Prior to 1976 in
section 304 of the criminal procedure code 1973 already
embody legal aid concept where the accused is entitled as
of right to legal aid at state cost. Similarly order XXXIII of
the civil procedure code 1908 as amended by an amending
act of 1976 provides for legal suits by indigent persons.
Article 39 A: Equal justice and free legal aid - The state
shall secure that the operation of the legal system promotes
justice, on a basis of equal opportunity and shall, in particular
provide free legal aid by suitable legislation or schemes or
in any other way to ensure that opportunities for securing
justice are not denied to any citizen by reason of economic
or other disabilities.

Legal aid and speedy trial have now been held to be
fundamental rights under article 21 of the constitution
available to the all prisoners and enforceable by the courts.
The state is under a duty to provide lawyer to a poor person
and it must pay to the lawyer his fee as fixed by the court
under cases H.M. Hoskot v/s state of maharashtra,
Hussainara khatoon v/s Home secretary,state of Bihar .
   In centre of Legal Research v/s state of kerala it has been
held that in order to achieve the objectives in Article 39-
A,the state must encourage and support the participation
of voluntary organization or social action groups in operating
the legal aid programme.

In state of Maharasthra V/s Manubhai Bagaji Vashi.
The Supreme Court has held that it is the duty of the state
to afford grants in aid to recognized private law colleges
similar to other faculties which qualify for receipt of the grant.
This duty cannot be avoided on the ground of funds or
otherwise.
Legal Aid Clinics:  In a qualitative change introduce clinical
legal education in our law schools with an accent on socio-
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economic poverty.
Conclusion:  It is only in recent times the supreme court
of India has opened its third eye “to inject life into law” by
interpreting law to help and suit the needs of the poor the
concept of legal aid and to poor which neither a charity nor
bounty but an important limb of social justice action
programme in India.

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Development in Organic Photovoltic Solar Cells
and Plasmonic Structure Effect

Introduction - Significant improvements and developments
have been made in organic photovoltaic (OPV) solar cells.
Important innovations in materials, device designs,
efficiency, stability, and production methods occurred during
this time. Let’s examine the major advancements that
organic photovoltaics experienced throughout this time.
1. Discovery of Conducting Polymers:  With the
discovery of conducting polymers in the late 1970s and early
1980s, the groundwork for organic electronics and OPV
research was established. Researchers Hideki Shirakawa,
Alan J. Heeger, and Alan G. MacDiarmid made substantial
contributions in this field. It is now possible to use conducting
polymers, including polyacetylene, in solar cells because
of their semiconducting characteristics.
2. Bulk Heterojunction Architecture:  The development
of the bulk heterojunction (BHJ) architecture transformed
OPV cells in the late 1990s and early 2000s. An electron-
donating material (donor) and an electron-accepting
substance (acceptor) were combined in this architecture
at the nanoscale. The interface area between the donor
and acceptor was enhanced by the resulting
interpenetrating network, boosting charge separation and
enhancing device performance.
3. PCE Improvement:  Power conversion efficiency
(PCE), which measures the proportion of incident sunlight
converted into electrical energy, is a crucial parameter for
solar cells. Researchers significantly enhanced the PCE of
OPV cells throughout the 2000s. By 2010, the PCE had
achieved the 8% threshold, marking significant
improvements from past years.
4. New Donor and Acceptor Materials:  The discovery
and synthesis of novel organic compounds for use as
donors and acceptors was a significant area of
advancement in OPV research.
