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Abstract - Government of India lays special emphasis on financial inclusion of citizens as it is crucial to poverty
reduction. Exclusion of many people from any access to financial services prevents the growth of our country. A
scheme to empower citizens financially was highly needed so that everyone can reap the benefits of growth and
development. A large chunk of India’s population lies on the outskirts of the formal economy. Living in far-flung corners
of the country, illiteracy and a lack of connectivity are common reasons why consumers in these areas remain unbanked.
Moreover, banks in rural areas are few and far in-between, making it difficult for many people to reach them during
working hours. The government, however, is making efforts to broaden financial inclusion and has recently introduced
several programs to address these obstacles, including Jan Dhan Yojana and Smart Cities.

Banking The Unbanked -The Indian Revolution

Introduction - India is place of the largest unbanked
population where, only 35 percent adults having an account
in financial institutions which shows that  percentage of
account  penetration  in  India  just  below  rest  of  the
developing world. About 50 percent of adults reports in
Andhra  Pradesh and  Delhi NCR  and 40  percent in Gujarat,
Kerala, and Maharashtra having a formal account but Bihar,
Orissa, and Rajasthan reports less than 30 percent account
penetration. As per data available from Census 2011, India
is having population of around 1.22 billion and 65 per cent
of adults across the country are excluded from the formal
financial system. As per the report of World Bank, In India,
only 35.2 percent adults above the age of 15 years have
an account at formal financial institutions.55 percent
population has  deposit accounts  and only 9  percent
population  have credit accounts with formal financial
institutions. Reports show that there is one bank branch
per 14,000 persons. Just 18 percent are debit card holders
and less than 2 percent are credit cards holders. In India,
despite expansion of bank branches post reform period,
the total branches of commercial banks including RRB s
and SCB s has still stood only 48000 in a country to provide
service  to 6 lakh villages. So there is only one bank branch
over the 12.5 villages. In India and other BRICS economies
unbanked respondents reported obstacles to access formal
accounts.

“Unbanked” is a slang term for adults who do not use
banks or banking institutions in any capacity. Unbanked
persons generally pay for things in cash or else purchase
money orders. Unbanked persons also typically do not have
insurance, pensions or any other type of professional
money-related services. They may take advantage of
alternative financial services, such as check-cashing and
payday lending, if such services are available to them.

The Global Findex Report released by World Bank,
about 190 million Indian adults still don’t have a bank
account, second only to China, despite the account
ownership more than doubling from 35 per cent in 2011 to
80 per cent in 2017.India’s financial inclusion strategy has
focused on expanding access to banking services for poorer
and rural populations. In recent years, the Reserve Bank
of India (RBI) and the Indian government have advanced
three initiatives aimed at expanding India’s use of banking
services:
l Basic savings bank account s - Open basic savings

bank accounts for as many unbanked individuals as
possible and increase the number of bank branches
in rural areas.

l The business correspondent (BC) model - Expand
branchless banking, through an external agent
network, also known as customer service points
(CSPs) using digital technologies such as micro-ATMs
and kiosks, and, more recently, through mobile-phone
and mobile-money services.[2]

l Digitized government p ayment s - Drive bank account
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use among the poor by directly depositing social welfare
payments into beneficiaries’ bank accounts. Initiated
by both central and state governments and alternatively
known as direct benefit transfer (DBT) or electronic
benefit transfer (EBT) programs.

Reasons why people are unbanked -
1. Distrust  - Some unbanked and underbanked

consumers avoid traditional institutions due to
impersonal service and negative past experiences.
Other former customers say they were not treated with
respect by banking employees. They complain banks
are not upfront about fees and charge too much for
products and fees.

2. Lack of Literacy  - Some unbanked and underbanked
consumers are cautious due to their lack of
understanding about banks, rates and the benefits of
maintaining an account. Additionally, some retail banks
don’t have staff who are multi-lingual to accommodate
customers who can’t speak or read English very well.

3. Unemployment  - Although it doesn’t impact the ability
to open an account, unemployment and job loss can
drive consumers away from banks. Although a loss of
income will reduce the frequency of transactions, the
unbanked and underbanked are typically unaware that
they can still benefit from banking services by
maintaining an account.

4. Inconvenience  - Some unbanked and underbanked
consumers say their communities don’t have enough
nearby bank branches to use them regularly. They also
cite their limited hours of operations for those who work
different shifts.

5. Bank Fees  - According to a Pew Research Center
study, one-third of unbanked households left traditional
institutions over excessive or unexplained fees. Some
say they feel that banks are not transparent when it
comes to fee explanations and fee structure.

6. Blacklisted  - Some unbanked consumers are unable
to pass the background check required to open a bank
account. Others also are unable to open an account if
they have a negative financial history, such as bounced
checks or excessive account overdrafts.

7. Lack of Services  - Unfortunately, a lack of money can
also equate to fewer banking account options. Less
money often means consumers can’t qualify for certain
accounts that require a higher maintained balance.

Pradhan Mantri Jan Dhan Yojana (PMJDY) - PMJDY is
a nationwide scheme launched by the Government of India
to ensure financial inclusion of every individual who does
not have a bank account in India. This scheme aims at
providing access to financial services, namely, Banking /
Savings & Deposit Accounts, Remittance, Credit, Insurance,
and Pension in an affordable manner to all. This scheme
was launched in August 2014 and according to reports by
the Ministry of Finance, around 4 crore bank accounts have
been opened under this scheme till September 2014.
Benefits of the PMJDY

l Insurance Benefit s - The account holders under this
scheme will get an accidental insurance cover of Rs 1
lakh and a life cover of Rs 30,000 – payment on the
death of the beneficiary (subject to conditions).

l Loan Benefit s - The account holders under this
scheme can avail an overdraft facility upto Rs 5,000.
This is available against one account per household.
The quantum of the loan may look small but definitely
is a boon to those below the poverty line and would
enable them to reinvest this in more profitable avenues.

l Mobile Banking Facility - Enabling carrying out
transactions through a mobile phone facilitates such
account holders in checking of balance and also
transferring funds with ease across India.

The other benefits being -
l The account holders would be eligible for interest on

their deposits
l They are not mandated to have a minimum balance in

the account
l The scheme allows Direct Benefit Transfer for

beneficiaries of Government Schemes.
l Account-holders can get easy access to pension and

other insurance products with the PMJDY scheme.
As far as plans go, Prime Minister Narendra Modi’s

scheme to ensure that every Indian has a bank account is
as ambitious as they come. To be called the Pradhanmantri
Jan Dhan Yojana, the programme attempts to expand
financial inclusion in a country with the largest unbanked
population in the world.A whopping 65% of India’s adult
population has no account in a formal bank and many of
those who have signed up rarely have access to the full
range of services a bank is supposed to offer.As a way of
addressing this problem, the Modi government has
announced incentives that should appeal to both the
unbanked, such as built-in life insurance with every bank
account, while also giving banks a reason to bring more
people into the formal financial net.For the plan to work
though, much depends on the humble business
correspondent.
l Bank agent s - In 2006, noting that the traditional

branch-banking system was not doing enough to im-
prove financial inclusion, the Reserve Bank of India
decided to turn to a new model. The RBI allowed banks
to employ an intermediary called a business correspon-
dent, who could travel to areas where there are no
branches and carry out transactions on a bank’s
behalf.The initial guidelines allowed BCs to do every-
thing from helping open accounts to making deposits
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and withdrawals, and even identifying customers for cer-
tain loans. BCs worked primarily with what were ear-
lier known as no-frills accounts; basic savings accounts
with no minimum balance and fewer paperwork re-
quirements.
Initially, only non-profits were allowed to be banking

correspondents, but over time RBI has made it easier for
other organizations to join in. Today, according to the cen-
tral bank, there are more than 2.2 lakh BCs. Microfinance
institutions, PCO phone operators and grocery-store own-
ers all act as agents for banks.
l Accounting errors  - Although those numbers are im-

pressive, few assessments of the BC model’s appli-
cation so far have been complimentary. Surveys and
reports across the board have suggested that while
there has been a substantial rise in bank accounts
being opened, these very often go dormant quickly or
are only used to receive money doled out by the gov-
ernment as subsidies. More problematically, the BCs
aren’t quite doing what they are expected to. A survey
carried out by the RBI and the Consultative Group to
Assist the Poor found that 47% of the banking corre-
spondents they attempted to contact were untraceable.
Worse, up to 16% of the ones that they were able to
get in touch with had not carried out a single transac-
tion till date. As a result, while access to bank accounts
has gone up tremendously on paper, those living in
far-to-reach areas continue to have to go to informal
sources of credit for their financial needs.

l Incentivizing agent s - The Modi government is hop-
ing to salvage the model by offering carrots to both
agents and customers to encourage more financial
activity. The prime minister in his speech announced
that business correspondents would be given a monthly
remuneration of at least Rs 5,000, with variable com-
ponents based on how much business and how many
transactions are carried out. Meanwhile, the Jan Dhan
Yojana also seeks to open bank accounts for every
household with an overdraft facility of Rs 5,000 – de-
pendent on a short course in financial literacy – as well
as an immediate RuPay Debit Card that comes with
Rs 1 lakh in accident insurance cover. These tweaks,
as well as further efforts from the RBI to reduce re-
strictions, could improve India’s financial inclusion sub-
stantially – but much of it will come down to how bank-
ing correspondents respond to the measures.

Digit al India - In 2015, the Indian government launched a
major initiative, Digital India, to upgrade the country’s online
infrastructure and provide government services to all of its
citizens electronically. This campaign connects rural areas
with high-speed internet and builds a secure and stable
digital infrastructure including the digitization and
modernization of India’s banking and financial systems.
Once Digital India began to be implemented, tens of millions
of new bank customers opened accounts creating a
massive increase in digital financial transactions. From the

IBV study, the quantity and value of mobile banking
transactions increased by almost five times between 2015,
and is expected to further grow by almost twenty percent
each year through 2021.

To coincide with the enormous increases in banking
customers, accounts and transactions, the Indian economy
has become ripe for growth in the FinTech industry. Mobile-
only banking and payment services, digital lending, point-
of sale, block chain and crypto currency, investment
services, and other digitalized financial solutions are all seen
in a hyper-growth phase in the country, due in part to the
high adoption of technology currently in India along with
the government initiative of digitization of the country’s
infrastructure.
Paytm - Paytm Payment Bank, a digital bank which offers
instant account opening using Aadhar (India’s national
identification number) will be expanding its network to cover
retail stores, mom-and-pop stores in the country to be its
local banking partners. Through this collaboration, the bank
aims to create a network where customers can open a new
saving account, withdraw money, and deposit cash through
these partners without having to visit the bank directly.This
initiative was taken to ensure that customers who live in
smaller cities where infrastructure and costs are the main
hindrances, can still have access to banking services
through partners at their nearest locations. The bank will
invest IDR 3,000 crore (USD 460 million) to build this
network and reach 100,000 consumers in three years’ time.
Most of the banking services, however, will continue to be
online. Apart from expanding the network, Paytm recently
enhanced its QR code payment system, allowing its
merchant partners such as retail stores to receive payments
directly into their bank account without any charge. The
company will further provide training to build awareness
and familiarity of Paytm QR code among the offline
merchants, especially the non-banked shop owners.
According to RFi Group data, saving accounts are the most
popular banking product taken up in the past two years,
especially among the mass market group (65%). The
initiatives to reach the unbanked population could be
attributed to this high take-up.
The domestic remitt ance opportunity for the rural
economy - Remittance, or the transfer of money between
two people (rather than a payment for goods or services),
is a basic financial activity for many rural Indians; it’s also a
key untapped business opportunity for players looking to
facilitate the abundance of money transfers. Payments
banks can provide a ready solution to the current domestic
remittance scenario. There are 120 million migrant workers
in India, and more than 80% live in the inadequately
connected rural areas. Additionally, migrants who hail from
villages but work in towns and cities make 80% of the
country’s domestic remittances.

According to the National Remote Payments Survey
by National Council of Applied Economic Research, and
additional insights using Nielsen’s forecasting technique,
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domestic remittance in India is valued at more than INR
900 billion per year, including non-traditional modes of
transfer. Rural India’s contribution is over INR 700 billion
per year. Of the INR 700 billion worth of domestic
remittances that happen in rural India, traditional channels
comprise a mere 40%, or INR 300 billion. The rest of the
remittance happens via non-traditional remittance modes.
Given the high risk of non-traditional remittance modes,
there is a huge scope to expand traditional remittance
avenues like payments banks.
Financial literacy and the gender gap - Female bank-
account ownership increased by 79% between 2014 and
2017. The gender gap, the difference between male and
female account ownership, also narrowed to 6 percentage
points, down from a 20-percentage-point gap three years
ago. These figures, along with a narrowing of wealth and
education gaps by 10 percentage points each, suggest
traditional socio-economic and gender barriers are no longer
factors which impact upon successful access to financial
services.
Conclusion - While the national unbanked rate has steadily
declined in recent years, some households still have a
relatively high probability of being unbanked. Consistent
with anecdotal evidence and existing reports, we find that
low income has the strongest independent relationship with
the probability of being unbanked. However, low-income
households exhibit large differences in their probability of
being unbanked, and we find a variety of other
characteristics play a role in determining these households’
banking status. In addition to socioeconomic characteristics
such as education, age, race, and employment, access to
technology has an independent association with banking
status.

Despite the availability of mobile-banking services and
the narrowing of gender, wealth and education gaps in
account ownership, few account holders are using facilities
available to them, raising doubts around improvements for

financial inclusion, according to the latest Global Findex
Survey released by the World Bank in April 2018.

India’s unbanked population has been the target of the
government’s flagship Pradhan Mantri Jan Dhan Yojana
(PMJDY), or the Prime Minister’s People’s Wealth
Programme, launched in 2014. It has been largely
responsible for the rapid increase in opened accounts, the
Global Findex report said.No more than 1% of PMJDY
account holders - 3.1 million beneficiaries - use overdraft
facilities available to them, and 17% of PMJDY accounts
are “zero-balance”, meaning they are not used, recent data
show, although that is down from 25% in 2016 and 75% in
2014.There is no marked improvement in access to formal
credit, and 38% of Indian accounts are inactive - meaning,
there were no withdrawals or deposits over the course of a
year - suggesting that many Indians are still not integrated
into the formal banking system.Participation in and effective
use of financial services can help drive development goals
by aiding investment in education and health, helping to
manage financial emergencies and reduce dependency on
cash, the report said.

Economic Condition Of The People During
The Gupta Period

Introduction - The establishment of efficient and beneficial
government by the Gupta rulers provided a fruitful soil for
the development of trade, Industry and agriculture which in
turn flourish the economic condition at that time.A brief
survey of the progress in economy during Gupta’s can be
studied under the following heads:1.Agriculture 2.Industry
3.Trade and Commerce
Agriculture -   It was the mainstay of the economic life of
the people. Hardly a piece of land that was uncultivated.
Due to establishment of a large number of irrigation works,
there was growth of agriculture even in the barren and dry
lands. Everyone engaged in bringing more and more land
under cultivation. Varahamihara, the great scientist, of the
age has given correct observation about the areas, timings
and quality of rainfall. He also gave detailed instructions as
to what crops should be sown in a particular season, how,
when and what manures should be applied and what
distance should be there from Plant to Plant. The donees
could not evict the tenants from their lands and deprived
them of their means of Livelihood. Provision was made for
irrigation and loans for buying seeds, lands, bullocks, and
agricultural implements .No revenue from those who
undertook the cultivation of waste and barren lands. Thus
through the joint efforts of the state and the people,
agriculture flourished.
Industry -  In this field greatest progress was made in the
metal Industry. They were well acquainted with the science
of metallurgy for example discovery of several colossal
copper statues of the Buddha and an iron Pillar at Mahrauli
near Delhi. Iron industry was one of the most flourishing
industries. The genius of Indian Iron workers has been
highly praised by Percy Brown. The large number of articles
made out of gold and a disc with human face excavated
from Bhita points towards the flourishing condition of gold
industry.  Copper Industry also developed on a large scale
e.g. Pottery was also popular industries of the period .Textile
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industry also flourished .Trade in silk was done by well
organized guilds. Dyeing, bleaching and embroidery
flourished as a corollary of the textile industry. Another
industries were wood carving, cosmetics and perfumes.
These industries flourished under the paternal care of the
Gupta monarchs.
Trade and commerce -  Trade and Commerce is a natural
corollary of industry and forms the main channel for the
distribution of industrial products. The archaeological
discoveries, references in contemporary literary works and
a large number of epigraphs have all proved the existence
of a brisk trade and commerce, internal as well as external
during the Gupta period.
(a) External trade - The economic prosperity of the Gupta
period is exhibited in a flourishing external trade both by
land and water routes.Tamralipti, Sopara or
Surparak,Barygoza, five ports of Malabar
Coast[Solatpatam,Nalapatam,Pondapatan,Parti and
Mangalore] and Sindhu, Gujarat and  kalyani were some of
the chief ports through which goods were conveyed to and
from Ceylon, Java, Sumatra ,Bali,Rome,Borneo,China ,
Ethopia,Arabia ,Persia etc. Spices such as pepper, gems,
pearls, birds, animals, perfumed oils, silk and fine Muslin
cloth and many more articles were exported from the sea
ports on the western coast. Fine quality silk was imported
from China as is evidenced from the word Chinashuk used
in the contemporary literary works. Science of wealth or
Padmini Vidya with its eight attendants had become a
special subject for study with the Vaishya class people. An
idea of the gains from external trade can be had from the
fact that the king of Rome was compelled to ban the entry
of Indian Muslin into his country since its increasing demand
had led to a steady flow of Roman gold into India thus giving
jerks to Indian economy. The brisk foreign trade led to the
enormous increase of wealth and gold flowed into the
country in such huge quantities as to give the motif of rain
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of gold from the heavens.
(b) Internal T rade -  Amarkosa,Chaturbani,Mrichchhatika
and Raghuvamsa have frequently referred to the existence
of large market called Vipanis. It points towards a flourishing
internal trade and commerce. The peasants sold their
produce in these markets to an intermediary class of
merchants who carried these goods to and from one part
of country to other. Two types of merchants were known to
have existed in this period from the Damodar copper plates
and Vaishali seals. These were [a] Sreshthin or Bankers
and [b] Sarthavaha or Caravan Leaders.

The chief article of internal trade included all sorts of
commodities of every day use.Narada has given us a long
list of these articles which consisted of cereals,pulses,milk
and its products, liquor ,honey ,skin of animals,beeswax,and
luxury goods such as sandal wood, Yak’s
tail,saffron,coral,musk,spices and gold and precious
stones.Smritis of the period have laid down certain rules
for the benefit of travelling merchants. Laws books of
Narada, Brihaspati and others have prescribed elaborate
rules to safeguard the interests of both the sellers as well
as buyers.

Trade Guilds- A prominent feature of the economic
conditions of the Gupta period was corporate economic
life of the people.Smritis, Seals and Inscriptions have
revealed to us the existence of various trade guilds or
corporations. There were federation of guilds and it is not
unlikely that there existed in the Gupta period something
like a modern chamber of commerce. Each one of these
guilds had its own seals for the transaction of its business.
The affairs of a guild were managed by a president and an
executive committee of 3 to 5 members who enjoyed

autonomous powers including those of judiciary. There were
separate guild courts where the majority of the cases were
decided. The government did not interfere in the normal
functioning of the guilds expect in the cases of extreme
necessity of the State security. A remarkable feature about
the guilds was the carrying of banking business by them in
addition to their respective trades. The public had full
confidence in the guilds in the honouring of their obligations
and did not get perturbed even if a guild migrated to other
place offering better trade prospects as did the silk weaver’s
guild which migrated to Dosapur in 436 -37AD which shows
the lasting character of the guild organizations.

The economic prosperity of the country is also borne
out by numismatic and literary evidences. The circulation
of pure gold coinage upto the reign of Kumara Gupta I is
indicative of the richness of the country. The reverse of
certain coin types show Godess Laxmi flanked by dwarfs
and elephants pouring out small objects, probably coins,
which may be taken as symbolic of a virtual rain of gold
from heavens. In literary works, frequent references are
made to various costly metals and precious stones which
point towards the abundance of the country in these objects.
The living was very cheap during Gupta period. The
extensive use of the ‘cowries ‘for the purpose of daily
transactions is the testimony of the fact.
Conclusion:-It is obvious from the above description that
Gupta period was economically prosperous.

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Abstract - Article 370 of Indian constitution defines Jammu and Kashmir as special state, which was later abrogating
on 5 August 2019. As per the prior provisions the state had its separate legal entity own administrative protocol and
constitution. A primeval provision of Jammu and Kashmir prohibits Indian citizens to purchase land or property in
Jammu and Kashmir. The demographic structure of Jammu and Kashmir segregated into three religious followers i.e.
Hindu-majority belongs to Jammu, Muslim-majority belongs to Kashmir and Buddhist-dominated belongs to Ladakh.
In 2014 Bharatiya Janta party putted a political wow, “ the revocation of Article 370”in his manifesto and which was
later fulfill on 5 August in the year 2019 after acquiring the majority in 2014 general election. The Minister of Home
Affairs Amit Shah introduced The Jammu and Kashmir Reorganization Bill in Rajya Sabha on 5 August 2019. The bill
was preceded by a Presidential Order under the Article 370, which superseded the 1954 Presidential Order. It made,
inter alia, all the provisions of the Indian constitution -applicable to the State of Jammu and Kashmir.

Jammu And Kashmir Reorganisation Act 2019 -
Sign Of A New Change

Introduction - Jammu and Kashmir acquire a special status
under Article 370 of Indian constitution. Article 370 describes
“the special status of J&K” as a temporary provision and
also stated by Nehru that the provision will be faded away
by the time. However, prior to that, a consistency is
necessary from the Constituent Assembly of Jammu and
Kashmir. Here special status means the all laws passed by
Indian Parliamentary house will not be imposing to the State,
till the State government provides its concurrence. Article
370 empowers the president of India to decide what
regulations and provisions Indian Constitution would be
applicable to the State and what are the exceptions, but all
this happen only with the consensus of the state. The order
of 1954 of the Jammu & Kashmir Constitution lists the
Articles and provisions that apply to J&K after that the
President also include a set of exceptional cases under
Article 35A of the Constitution but these exceptions is not
mentioned in the Indian constitution. The presidential order
of 1954 constituted a founding legal document for Jammu
and Kashmir paralerlly Article 35A worked for the protection
of the exclusive laws such as prohibition on buying property
in Jammu and Kashmir by outsiders and the women
marrying lose their property rights if marry to non-Kashmiris.
The above provision can only be changed only with the
consensus of ‘Sadar-i-Riyasat’ of Jammu and Kashmir,
performing on the opinion of the Council of Minister. As of
now, there is no “Constituent Assembly”.
Procedure T o Pass Jammu And Kashmir
Reorganisation Bill 2019 -  The procedure of passing

Jammu and Kashmir reorganization bill was commenced
by the issuance of presidential order under section 370(1)
by Ram Nath Kovind, The President of India. Article 370(1)
of the Indian constitution empowers the President of India
to mark the subject which is applicable to Jammu and
Kashmir. The order would not be proceed if there will be no
consistency with the government or sadar-i-Siyasat of
Jammu and Kashmir so, this consistency given by the
governor of Jammu and Kashmir namely Satyapak  Malik
as Sadar-I-Riyasat. At that time Satya pal Malik was the
head governing person of state,who is administrating the
jammu and kashmir as per the module of presidential rule
and thus the order passed by the concurrence of both
president and the governor of Jammu & Kashmir and the
order wipe out all the barricades which stops jammu and
kashmir to legal frame which was already enforce in the
other states of India and the same order clarifies that all
the provision of Indian Constitutions now applicable to J &
K also.In other words the issuance of this order revert the
order of 1954.However, Article 370 still not wiped from all
the dimensions some special measures still required to wipe
out the Article altogether. Article 367 of the Indian
Constitution which consist of the “Interpretations” which
guidance on how to read, interpret or understand some
provisions regarding Jammu & Kashmir. The new clauses
will only applicable with the references to the ‘Sadar-i-
Riyasat’ of Jammu & Kashmir who is performing on the
suggestion of the Council of Ministers, will be construed as
references to the Governor of Jammu and Kashmir.”The
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Governor” refers to all the aspects of state government and
specifically, reference to the “Constituent Assembly” in a
proviso to Article 370 (3) has been amended to read
“Legislative Assembly of the State”. This is an important
provision which describes the point that the President can
wipe out or abrogate the Article 370 but only with the
consistency of the Constituent Assembly. At that time there
is no Constituent Assembly to “recommend” the abrogation
of of Article 370. Therefore, the same act played by the
State Assembly. The Presidential Order has form the whole
platform for welcoming the new form of Article 370. Here,
the government has made use of the fact that Jammu and
Kashmir is under President’s Rule. Under the edict issued
as per Article 356 of the Constitution, the President
empowers to look-over the administration activities of a
State; and legislative function of Jammu and Kashmir will
perform by the parliament. For example if any State running
under Central rule, the allocation of budget for the State
voted by the Parliament in the absence of the Assembly.
The dual authoritative resolution released by Union Home
Minister. One, to advocate the notification released by the
President of Indian regarding  inoperativeness of Article
370 and the second to accept the Jammu and Kashmir
Reorganisation Bill. The notification will empower the
President to announce that Article 370 has been ceased to
operate. The Bill came up with the statement to convert
Jammu and Kashmir into a Union Territory with the inclusion
of legislature, and separate out the Ladakh region as
another new Union Territory with the absence of legislature.
The Bill was announced in the Rajya Sabah, Members of
People’s Democratic Party (PDP) distract the dignity of
Indian constitution by tearing up the copies of the Indian
constitution due to this act they were suspended from the
House; 13 members of the Trinamool walked out the
house.,and 6 members of Janata Dal United boycotted the
process of voting. However, the bill acquired the support of
Bahujan Samaj Party, YSR Congress, Telugu Desam Party
and the Aam Admi Party. Along with the 107 members of
the ruling National Democratic Alliance, the number of
supporting parliamentarians totaled to 117.The
Jammu&Kashmir reorganization bill was passed by Rajya
Sabha in which 125 members casted vote in favor of bill
and 61 members voted against the bill

On 6 August 2019 the reorganization bill was presented

in house of people of Indian parliament. During the
parliamentary session of reorganization bill of Jammu and
Kashmir many of the parties was not in the favor of the bill
some of them walked out the house of parliament. Janata
Dal, India Trinamool Congress, Indian National Congress,
Nationalist Congress and Samajwadi  were the parties who
opposed the bill; Bharatiya Janata Party, Shiv Sena, Biju
Janata Dal, YSR Congress Party, Telangana Rashtra
Samithi, Telugu Desam Party, Shiromani Akali Dal and
Bahujan Samaj were in the favor of bill.  370 votes were
casted in favor and 70 votes were casted against the bill
later on 9 August 2019 the President of India gave his assent
to the bill and notification was released in the Gazette of
India.
Latest Up dates - 144th Birth Anniversary of Sardar Patel
i.e. 31st October 2019  was selected the date of
enforcement for the formation of two new union territories
namely Jammu-Kashmir and Ladakh  in place of Jammu &
Kashmir state. There will be 2 Lieutenant Governor in place
of governor. Srinagar will be the capital of Jammu, Kashmir
and Leh will be the capital of Ladakh. G.C. Murmu and R.K.
Mathur will be the Lieutenant Governors of Jammu and
Kashmir and Ladakh respectively. There will be a combined
High Court for Jammu Kashmir and Ladakh kn own as
Jammu and Kashmir High Court.

LG will have more powers than the former Governors
of the Jammu and  Kashmir and Ladakh. 106 Central will
now be applicable with 166 State acts which includes the
act of Governor in the UT of Jammu and Kashmir and
Ladakh and 153 state laws will be repealed. There will be
no legislative assembly in Ladakh as Chandigarh and it will
be governed by the home ministry of central govenment by
the LG of the UT. The long time demand of Ladakh being
seperated from Jammu Kashmir for their own unique identity
is fulfilled by declaring it a UT by the Central Government.
Seperation of Ladakh from Jammu and Kashmir was
demanded so that the unique identity of Ladakh and more
doors of development of Ladakh can be opened.
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After Jammu and Kashmir turned as UT there will be radical
changes in the system of legislative assembly work. In new
legislative assembly there will be 107 assembly seats in
Jammu and Kashmir out of which 24 seats will be kept
vacant for the region of POK. After the abrogation Article
370 the people from outside of Jammu Kashmir can also
buy properties for residential as well as for the purpose of
business and industries. The disputes related to land and
land revenues will be in the hands of newly elected govt. All
the IAS, IPS and other central government officials will come
under AGMUT Cadre and officials of state govt will continue
their work under LG.

The legal frame work of Article 370 of Indian
Constitution was just like that, the RTI (Right to information)
and RTE (Right to Education) were not be able to impose
on the state Jammu and Kashmir but positively after the
abrogation of the Article 370 all the acts now applicable to
Jammu and Kashmir. The administrative scenario of Jammu
and Kashmir prior to the abrogation of article 370 was like
that, even the Panchayat of J&K not able to enjoy the rights
which usually applicable to other panchayati system in the
country, Women were isolated by the Shariyat act, they were

not able to grab the reservation benefits which actually
enjoyed by the minorities of the other states of India. Apart
from this Human Rights Commission, Information
commission, consumer disputes redressal commission,
Electricity regulatory commission and central energy law
will now applicable on Jammu and Kashmir.
Conclusion - Jammu & Kashmir Reorganization Act 2019
came up with new opportunities and plan of strong structure
development for state, which proves to be worthwhile in
future. The Act opens the doors for Stable Women
Empowerment, Strong Education System, Security,
Industrialization, Job opportunities etc.
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Abstract - In order to develop military administration and strengthen general administration Mansabdari system was
adopted. The main features of this system have been discussed in the research paper.
Key Words - Mansabdars, Zats, Amirs, Dagh, Duaspa-Sihaspa,Sawar.

Mansabdari System During Mughal Rule
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Introduction - Meaning:-The word Mansab means a
position or rank. Mansab is an Arabic word which means to
fix the ‘title’ or ‘status’. But during the Mughal rule, it was in
relation to those officers who helped the Emperor in state
affairs. The officers in the Mughal age were called
Mansabdars.It was a speciality of Mughal administration.
This system originated in Central Asia. Akbar
institutionalized  it for the sake of military administration
and to strengthen the general administration in 1571AD.
Mir Bakshi Shahbaz Khan helped Akbar to organize
Mansabdari system.
Main Features of Mansabdari System -
1. Appointment, Promotion and retrenchment of
Mansabdars - The Emperor himself appointed the
Mansabdars. The appointment was made purely on merit.
The promotion was also in the hands of Emperor. After
appointment, the name of Mansabdars was registered. The
Emperor could dismiss or retire any Mansabdar at his will.
2. Ranks of Mansabdars - The Mansabdars were
divided into two sections - Zat and Sawar.
Zat signified the individual status, Sawar signified the
cavalry, the mansabdars had to keep under them. Views of
Historian about  Zat and Sawar -

According to Blockmen,”Zat or Jat signified the actual
maximum number that a Mansabdar could engage. On the
other hand, Sawar revealed the actual number of horsemen
that he possessed.”

According to Irvin the word Jat signified the number of
horses of Mansabdar. But Sawar was the rank of honour.
Dr.Tripathi holds a totally different view. According to
him,”Sawar”indicated the additional honour of the
Mansabdar and for that he received allowance also. But
the Mansabdar was not obliged to keep the given number
of horsemen.

According to CSK Rao”Jat indicated the number of
infantry and Sawar signified the number of horsemen that
Mansabdar had under him.”

According to Dr.Ishwar Prasad and Professor SR

Sharma the ranks [Zat and Sawar] were divided among
the mansabdars into 1st 2nd and 3rd class respectively.
1st class -  If the Sawar rank of any Mansabdar was equal
to his Zat rank, he was called as Mansabdar of 1st class.
For example Mansabdars of 5000 Zats and Sawar was
known as the Mansabdar of 5000 of 1st class.
2nd class -  If the Sawar rank of any Mansabdars was less
than his Zat rank or more than half, he was called as 2nd

class Mansabdars. For example Mansabdars of 5000 Zats
and 3000 Sawars was the Mansabdars of 5000 of category
II.
3rd class -  If the Sawar rank of any Mansabdar was less
than half of his Zat rank.For example 5000 Zats and 2000
Sawars was the Mansabdar of 5000 of category III.
3. Categories of Mansabdars - During Akbar’s reign,
these Mansabdars ranged from 10 to 5000 troops. The
Mansab of 5000 was given to the members of royal family
or individuals of prominent dynasties. In the later year of
Akbar’s reign, the Mansab of 7000 Zat was given.It went
on increasing from Akbar to Aurangzeb. The three
categories of Mansabdars were -
I] Mansabdars - Less than 500 Zats
II] Amirs - More than 500 Zats and less than 2500 Zats
III] Amir-i-Umda or Amir-i-Ajam or Umrah - 2500 or More

zats
Those who got cash salary were called Naqdis and

who got Jagir in place of salary were called Jagirdars.Some
Jagirdars had hereditary rights over the Jagir and were
called called the Watanis.

The Mansabdars were not hereditary .So they did not
exploit the Kasthkars.
4. Salaries of Mansabdars - In the beginning, the
Mansabdars received Rupees 240 per Sawar every year
as salary. Later this amount was reduced to 200 per Sawar.
The Mansabdars were given the concessions to save for
himself 5% of the amount. Besides the salary of the Zat.
He had increment of Rupees 2 per Sawar in salary.
The detail of salary is shown in the table below (See)
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Out of this salary Mansabdars had to pay for the
expenditure on Horsemen and the horses they kept and
also gave present to the Emperor from time to time
.Moreland says, after expenditure they still saved a lot of
money so they led a luxurious life.
4. Restrictions on Mansabdars - Their property was
confiscated by the Emperor after their death. The were
transferred from time to time. The secret agencies informed
Emperor of their activities.Dagh [Branding of Horses] and
Chahra or Tashiha [Descriptive roll of Soldier] decreased
the possibility of fraud and fix rank according to the size of
the contingent maintained [Maratib] and also to check
evasion of Military obligation.
5. Main addition by Jahangir in the Mansabdari
system.[Duasp a-Sihasp a] - Introduction of the Duaspa –
Sihaspa [2 or 3 horses] rank,literally meaning troopers
having 2 or 3 horses; and hence related to Sawar rank. It
was given to the selected nobles as a special favour and
also to those Mansabdars engaged in military operations
and expedition. This rank doubled the ordinary Sawar rank
and hence doubles the obligations and privileges that went
with it.
Merits of Mansabdari System -
1. The Mansabdari system put an end to the Jagirdari

system, so there was no fear of revolt because now
Mansabdar depended on the Emperor for his salary.

2. All the ranks were given according to the merits which
increased the efficiency of the administration.

3. The Government got rid of the conspiracy system of
the Jagirdars.

4. The wealth and property of the Mansabdars was

confiscated after their death .This increased the income
of the government.

Demerit s of the Mansabdari system -
1. The Mansabdars were always trying to cheat the

Government. They kept a much less number of
horsemen than the fixed number but they received full
salary from the government .Even Dagh and Chahra
system introduced by Akbar could not end this
corruption.

2. After expenditure, Mansabdars still saved a lot of
money and they lived luxurious lives became indulgent
and thereby weakened the Mughal powers.This
weakened the Mughal Empire.

3. In the times of war, soldiers of different Mansabdars
could not fight as one. They did not possess the merits
of the National army.

4. The Mansabdars knew that their property would be
confiscated after their death. So they wanted to enjoy
as much as they could in their life time. They went
astray. They drank and spent their time in pleasure.
Thus with the passage of time, the system gave a
deadly blow to the power and prestige of empire.

5. After Aurangzeb’s death, the Mansabdars started
conspiring against the Government with the help of
soldiers. The result was that the system cracked after
Aurangzeb’s death and came to an end.

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Abstract - In this paper the influence of human resource management (HRM) on business performance is analyzed.
The main goal was to thoroughly and systematically examine literature in the domain of HRM, and business performance
that resulted in a concise review paper. A large body of literature addresses the HRM-business performance link, thus
there was plenty of room for an extensive analysis of various articles. To be more precise, two hundred and twelve
(212) articles were analyzed from which 187 were removed through several steps in the review process. The findings
indicate that there is a positive relationship between HRM practices and overall business performance. In addition,
HRM has a positive influence on employee wellbeing, productivity, and organizational climate. However, there is a
possibility that good HRM practices are not the cause of good business performance, but vice-versa. This issue is
addressed, and discussed further in this present article. Based on the gathered information, and obtained results, it is
safe to suggest that this systematic review paper has a significant contribution to the existing body of literature. In
addition, the paper can be used as a starting point for future research in the domain of HRM practices and their impact
on business performance.
Keywords-  Human resource management, Business performance, Employee productivity, Business strategy.

Impact of Human Resource Management on Business
Performance: A Review of Literature

Introduction - A study conducted by (Akhtar et al., 2008)
suggested that there is a possible link between adequate
human resource management (HRM) and increase of
business performance. Namely, training and internal career
opportunities positively affected product, and service
performance (Stavrou et al., 2010). Similarly, in the research
of (Björkman & Xiucheng, 2002), it was noted that firm
performance is positively correlated with high-performance
HRM systems. HRM systems are closely linked with
business strategies, thus it positively affects business
performance as well (Lee et al., 2010). However, (Apospori
et al., 2008) argued that HRM may have a different influence
on company performance in different environments
(geographical location, competitors, market etc.). The
influence of HRM systems depends on various influential
factors, and it is not always certain in what way will certain
human resource actions affect business performance
(Subramony, 2009). It is negligent to assume that HRM
practices could definitively improve company performance
(Wall & Wood, 2016). Based on the mentioned findings it
is evident that there is room for future research in this
domain.

The aim of this paper is to systematically analyze
literature in the domain of HRM and its influence on
business performance. HRM is often important for
companies to achieve competitiveness on the market
(Pološki et al., 2008; Saha et al., 2017). Further, the
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competitiveness of companies is crucial for long-term
business excellence (Ðorðevi et al., 2016). The relationships
between employees are complex. Therefore, the analysis
of how HRM systems affect business performance is
welcomed.

There is a large body of literature on HRM systems,
and the various effects they have on employees. This
present study provides a concise systematic review of the
impact that HRM has on companies’ competitiveness, and
overall business performance. The review focuses on
answering three main research questions:
1. How does HRM affect overall business performance?
2. Are HRM systems an imperative for high performance

in companies?
3. Is HRM a necessity for good relationships between

employees?
In order to answer these research questions this review

paper includes three main sections. The first section
describes the review methodology that was used to analyze,
and obtain qualitative and quantitative data from various
articles in the domain of HRM. In the second section, the
individual results of each reviewed article are presented. In
addition, a concise synthesis of the results is shown. In the
third section the results are discussed, and the contribution
of this paper is outlined. Finally, conclusions are drawn,
and suggestions for future research are made.
Methodology
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Flow diagram
The whole review process was conducted in accordance
with the PRISMA protocol (Moher et al., 2010). This protocol
consists of four main sections. First, the identification of
articles from various scientific sources is conducted. In the
second section, the screening process is conducted. At this
stage a large number of articles are analyzed in order to
exclude inadequate articles. Next, the remaining articles
are screened for eligibility. In the final section the articles
are analyzed, and qualitative results are obtained. The
PRISMA protocol is shown in Figure 1.

Data/Article Collection Process - The articles were
searched through the Google Scholar service, and through
the KoBSON service. Potentially adequate articles were
downloaded, and imported into an article organizing
software. This way duplicates could be removed, and
articles from inadequate sources were excluded. In the
search process, the following keywords were used:
1. human resource management and business perfor-

mance,
2. HRM and business performance,
3. human resource management and company  perfor-

mance,
4. HRM and company performance,
5. HRM systems and employee productivity,
6. human resource management systems and  produc-

tivity,
7. HRM and employee wellbeing,
8. human resource management and organizational per-

formance,
9. HRM and firm performance,
10. human resource management and firm a performance.

It is important to note that the concepts of “business
performance”, “firm performance”, “overall performance”,
“organizational performance” and “company performance”
refer to the same construct that includes one or several of
the following dimensions: employee wellbeing, employee
skills, organizational productivity, cooperation between
employees, productivity, turnover, clarity of strategic goals,
organizational culture, finance, organizational effectiveness,
employment security, organizational innovation, strategy
innovation, employee motivation, recruitment process,
knowledge acquiring, strategy outcomes, resource
management, staffing, and employee development. This
was done in order to simplify the review process, as the
main goal is to concisely present the potential influence of
HRM on business performance. However, in the results
section, the individual results were not simplified, and more
detail was given for each reviewed article.
Result s
Individual S tudies - In accordance with the main subject
of this systematic review, proper details, and data were
obtained from individual articles. Therefore, the  results of
individual studies include the author/s of the publication,
the findings of that particular study, and additional details
of the study. These individual results are grouped by year
of article publication. Grouping the individual results by year
of article publication, gives a more adequate overview of
the obtained results. It is important to note, that there was
no bias towards certain publication years. This  resulted in
a non-continuous year of publication among the individual
results. As mentioned before articles are published based
on year of publication, not by the year when the data from
companies was collected. However, this doesn’t affect the
main goal of this paper which is: Determining the potential
influence of HRM on business performance.
Synthesis of result s -  For this systematic review, 25
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articles in the domain of HRM and business performance
were analysed. In the previous section the results of
individual articles were presented. Next, the synthesis of
the results is conducted. In Table 6, the sum of sample
sizes is presented per article. Further, the articles are
grouped by the influence of HRM on business performance
and other business metrics, and employee metrics.
Discussion - Based on the individual review of the results
it is evident that HRM has a certain influence on business
performance. Similarly to the results of a quantitative review
conducted by (Van De Voorde et al., 2012), this present
review argues that HRM systems are effective for increasing
employee productivity. However, (Van De Voorde et al.,
2012) also noted that employee health, and wellbeing is
not strongly correlated to HRM practices. Furthermore, an
extensive meta-analysis of HRM practices and firm
performance, conducted by (Saridakis et al., 2017), reported
a correlation value of 0.287. Even more interesting is that
the findings of (Katou & Budhwar, 2010) suggest that there
is possibility of reverse causation. More precisely, high
organizational performance may improve HRM practices.
This is rather important for future research. It can be
assumed that HRM practices shouldn’t be the main goal of
SMEs but rather achieving high business  performance and
the good HRM practices will follow. If managers are focusing
heavily on HRM there is a chance that the other side of
business activities will have lower performance. Certainly,
there are SMEs where the employees are satisfied with
their workplace but productivity and quality are low.
Assuming that good HRM practices are the result of good
business performance the question arises that: Is HRM
practice development a necessary aspect of business or
can it be applied in other forms (ex. managers, or in worst-
case scenarios legal representation of conflicted
employees)? In order to address this issue in-depth it is
necessary to conduct a structured research involving SMEs
but large corporations as well.

In this present review paper, the approach was different
than to the fore-mentioned findings. Through non-biased
article analysis, the goal was to extract as much useful
information as possible, but at the same time to provide a
concise review of the observed subject. After the conducted
review process, the research questions proposed in the
“Introduction” section are now addressed:
1. How does HRM affect overall business perfor-
mance?
Based on the collected data from various credible articles,
this paper suggests that there might be a positive influence
of HRM practices on overall business performance. In
addition, there are other metrics that may be influenced,
even more so than business performance. These metrics
are employee security, employee wellbeing, and
organizational climate. These assumptions may not be
totally in-sync with the obtained results. Namely, the majority
of articles reported improvement in overall business
performance. However, if the negative or neutral aspects

of HRM are also taken into consideration, then the business
performance and HRM link is arguable.
2. Are HRM systems an imperative for high perfor-
mance in companies?
The extensive analysis of literature in the domain of HRM
allows to assume with certain confidence that HRM
systems, and practices are not necessary for high business
performance in a company. However, HRM can lead to
positive results when it comes to employee’s position (job
security, job satisfaction, initiative, and wellbeing).
3. Is HRM a necessity for good relationships between
employees?
This present review, and the results from other studies
(Alfes et al., 2012; Den Hartog et al, 2012) suggest that
efficient HRM practices are indeed important for good
relationships between employees, including managers and
their subordinates. However, if the organizational culture,
and climate nurtures productivity, and positive attitude of
employees, while not utilizing any formal HRM practices,
then the necessity of the same is questionable. Thus, the
internal and external working environment may have a
larger role in the HRM-employee relationship construct.
Conclusion - In this paper, the influence of HRM practices
and systems on business performance were investigated.
In addition, the overall positive aspects of HRM were
analyzed. Now, the results in this present systematic review
tend towards the conclusion that HRM has, indeed, a
positive correlation with business performance. The majority
of the obtained articles suggested that, undoubtedly, there
is a link between good HRM practices and other business
performance metrics. In contrast, there are studies that
have argued the neutral or even negative impact of HRM
on overall performance of companies. Namely, there is a
possibility that overly formal approach to employee
relationships may annul the potential positive aspects of
HRM systems. The main limitation of this research is the
lack of categorizing articles by time periods and research
samples. This would’ve shown how larger and smaller
organizations are affected by HRM. However, the mentioned
limitation is not severe and doesn’t affect the main goal of
this present paper.

This study moderately contributes to the existing body
of literature. It gives a concise view on HRM influence on
business performance. In addition, a large set of other
business metrics is also investigated such as employee
wellbeing, employee productivity, and organizational
climate. Certainly, there is room for further research. It is
recommended to address additional sources regarding
HRM practices and to add even more business metrics to
create a larger “picture” of the HRM-business performance
relationship.

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Educational Research And Policy Making

Introduction - Educational research as a systematic
discipline with scientific basis came into existence with the
efforts of Wundt in the last decade of 19th century. In India,
it started quite late. The first attempt of providing basic
facilities for educational research was initiated by the Central
Institute of Education (CIE), when the government imposed
upon it the responsibility of conduction research on
educational issues. The establishment of this Institute in
1947 was followed by the establishment of Central Bureau
of Textbook Research (CBTR) in 1954 and in particular the
National Council of EducationalResearch and Training
(NCERT) in 1961 to serve as the premier institute for
education research in the country. Later on, State Councils
of Educational Research and Training (SCERT) came into
existence in different States and Union Territories on the
pattern of NCERT.
Analysis of the Situation- Regarding the effectiveness of
research, it can be said that research has value only when
its results influence or promote action, either directly or
indirectly. In our educational system, people in power and
administration are responsible for framing the policies. It
depends on them whether they want to use the results of
research studies or not. In a study, Weiss (1977) interviewed
155 policy-makers in Washington D.C. and found that 57
of them felt that they used research but only 7 could point
to a particular project or study that did have an influence.
The situation in India is also very pathetic, as decisions are
taken here without sufficient background of research
studies. For example, redical changes were made by
NCERT regarding curriculum development, teacher
education etc. but there was hardly any evidence to show
that these decisions were based on the findings of any
research.

The science curriculum at school stage has been
revised four times but no systematic efforts have been made
to evaluate curriculum in the light of research findings.

A couple of years ago, the government had decided to
change the existing syllabus of history at school stage and
it has been modified accordingly. Now, the question arises
what was wrong with the existing syllabus, and which
research study had proved it defective? Similarly, it was
decided by NCTE during 1990s to have a teacher student
ratio of 1 : 10 in the teacher training institutions instead of 1
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: 20. The question again arises which research study
provided the basis for such a decision?

Educational research in India has grown over a period
of more than five decades. The societal expectations are
varied and many. Teachers and school administrators
expect educational research to help them improve the
planning and execution of teaching. Policy makers, on the
other hand, expect educational research to help them in
the framing and implementation of reforms so that quality
of education may improve. They are exclusively interested
in research that addresses problems of their agenda. Thus,
research is expected to provide ready-made solution for
different educational problems and a strong knowledge
base with which our system can meet the challenges. An
education system with a weak knowledge base will be
puerile and unfit to accomplish what is expected of it.

Research in the field of social sciences and particularly,
educational research may be utilized for various purposes.
Important contribution in this regard has been made by
Weiss (1979, 1980) who identified and distinguished seven
ways of utilization of social science research which would
equally seem to apply in the field of education.
Disjunctions between Researchers and Policy Makers
- Policy makers exclusively interested in research that
addresses problems which are on their agenda. Therefore,
fundamental research that bears remote relationship with
day-to-day problems is of no interest to policy makers.
Politicians have loyalty towards the ideology of their party.
Therefore, research, even if it addresses itself to a major
issue on the political agenda, can be discarded or rejected
if its results are not in accordance with the ideology of their
party.
Overcoming Disjunctions - Thus, there exists a wide gap
between research findings and decisions taken by policy
makers. Policy makers, even if they want to utilize the
findings of research, face problems in interpreting the
reports. Research reports are highly theoretical, limited and
inconclusive. Policy makers feel that there will be a risk to
utilize the results of the studies in practice.

It is true that, in the present scenario, researches in
social sciences are losing their prestigious place. They are
often charged as useless. But it is not true always. The
total body of information and conceptualization of issues,
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that researches in social science produce, may exercise
their impact on policy making. Although, researches in social
sciences do not yield products in the same manner as
researches do in physical sciences but Meta-Analysis of
researches had made it possible to summarize the results
of studies on a single topic into ‘one authoritative voice’,
irrespective of inherent differences.

“Meta Analysis”, as described by Glass (1981), “is the
attitude of data analysis applied to quantitative summaries
of individual experiments. By recording the properties of
studies and their findings in quantitative terms, Meta-
Analysis of research invites one who would integrate
numerous and diverse findings to apply the full power of
statistical methods to the task”. This technique has made
us all the more hopeful that relationship bond between
researches and policy making would be much stronger.
There will be positive changes in the education system
because decisions at any level would be governed by the
generalized conclusions of researches and not by the whims
of any person or party. We would be able to discover what
we have learnt from the results of the studies conducted
so far on a topic and what we have yet to find.

To establish report and communicative dialogue
between researchers and policy makers, middle person are
needed who may play the role of ‘research brokers’ or policy
analysts to communicate to the practitioners what appears
to be relevant to them. A ‘research broker’ is a person who
conducts Meta-Analysis of research on a particular topic to
come up with relatively valid conclusions from the entire
body of research.

Policy-oriented research may also help in providing
relevant results to policy makers. Such studies include
survey work or any comparable data gathering, which may
enable policy makers or practitioners to base their decisions
on evidences rather than prejudice or guesswork. These
studies may aim at finding out the solution to pressing
educational problems, identifying and resolving and
resolving the problems in implementing policy decisions,
and monitoring and evaluating initiatives in educational
practice.
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
