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Quantum  Mechanics

Introduction - Quantum mechanics  also known as
quantum physics or quantum theory, including quantum field
theory, is a branch of physics which is the fundamental
theory of nature at small scales and low energy levels of
atoms and subatomic particles. Classical physics, the
physics existing before quantum mechanics, derives from
quantum mechanics as an approximation valid only at large
scales. Quantum mechanics differs from classical physics
in that energy, momentum and other quantities are often
restricted to discrete values, objects have characteristics
of both particles and waves, and there are limits to the
precision with which quantities can be known.

Important applications of quantum theory include
quantum chemistry, superconducting magnets, light-
emitting diodes, and the laser, the transistor and
semiconductors such as the microprocessor, medical and
research imaging such as magnetic resonance imaging and
electron microscopy, and explanations for many biological
and physical phenomena for energy.

In the mathematically rigorous formulation of quantum
mechanics developed by Paul Dirac, David Hilbert, John
von Neumann, and Hermann Weyl, the possible states of
a quantum mechanical system are symbolized as unit
vectors. Formally, these reside in a complex separable
Hilbert space—variously called the state space or the
associated Hilbert space of the system—that is well defined
up to a complex number of norm 1. In other words, the
possible states are points in the projective space of a Hilbert
space, usually called the complex projective space. The
exact nature of this Hilbert space is dependent on the
system—for example, the state space for position and
momentum states is the space of square-integrable
functions, while the state space for the spin of a single proton
is just the product of two complex planes. Each observable
is represented by a maximally Hermitian linear operator
acting on the state space. Each eigenstate of an observable
corresponds to an eigenvector of the operator, and the
associated eigenvalue corresponds to the value of the
observable in that eigenstate. If the operator’s spectrum is
discrete, the observable can attain only those discrete
eigenvalues.

The probabilistic nature of quantum mechanics thus
stems from the act of measurement. This is one of the
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most difficult aspects of quantum systems to understand.
It was the central topic in the famous Bohr–Einstein debates,
in which the two scientists attempted to clarify these
fundamental principles by way of thought experiments. In
the decades after the formulation of quantum mechanics,
the question of what constitutes a “measurement” has been
extensively studied. Newer interpretations of quantum
mechanics have been formulated that do away with the
concept of “wave function collapse”. The basic idea is that
when a quantum system interacts with a measuring
apparatus, their respective wave functions become
entangled, so that the original quantum system ceases to
exist as an independent entity.
Mathematically equivalent formulations of quantum
mechanics - There are numerous mathematically
equivalent formulations of quantum mechanics. One of the
oldest and most commonly used formulations is the
“transformation theory” proposed by Paul Dirac, which
unifies and generalizes the two earliest formulations of
quantum mechanics - matrix mechanics and wave
mechanics.

Especially since Werner Heisenberg was awarded the
Nobel Prize in Physics in 1932 for the creation of quantum
mechanics, the role of Max Born in the development of QM
was overlooked until the 1954 Nobel award. The role is
noted in a 2005 biography of Born, which recounts his role
in the matrix formulation of quantum mechanics, and the
use of probability amplitudes. Heisenberg himself
acknowledges having learned matrices from Born, as
published in a 1940 festschrift honoring Max Planck. In the
matrix formulation, the instantaneous state of a quantum
system encodes the probabilities of its measurable
properties, or “observables”. Examples of observables
include energy, position, momentum, and angular
momentum. Observables can be either continuous or
discrete. An alternative formulation of quantum mechanics
is Feynman’s path integral formulation, in which a quantum-
mechanical amplitude is considered as a sum over all
possible classical and non-classical paths between the initial
and final states. This is the quantum-mechanical
counterpart of the action principle in classical mechanics.
Interactions with other scientific theories - The rules of
quantum mechanics are fundamental. They assert that the
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state space of a system is a Hilbert space and that
observables of that system are Hermitian operators acting
on that space—although they do not tell us which Hilbert
space or which operators. These can be chosen
appropriately in order to obtain a quantitative description of
a quantum system. An important guide for making these
choices is the correspondence principle, which states that
the predictions of quantum mechanics reduce to those of
classical mechanics when a system moves to higher
energies or, equivalently, larger quantum numbers, i.e.
whereas a single particle exhibits a degree of randomness,
in systems incorporating millions of particles averaging
takes over and, at the high energy limit, the statistical
probability of random behaviour approaches zero. In other
words, classical mechanics is simply a quantum mechanics
of large systems. This “high energy” limit is known as the
classical or correspondence limit. One can even start from
an established classical model of a particular system, then
attempt to guess the underlying quantum model that would
give rise to the classical model in the correspondence limit.
Quantum mechanics and classical physics - Predictions
of quantum mechanics have been verified experimentally
to an extremely high degree of accuracy. According to the
correspondence principle between classical and quantum
mechanics, all objects obey the laws of quantum
mechanics, and classical mechanics is just an
approximation for large systems of objects. The laws of
classical mechanics thus follow from the laws of quantum
mechanics as a statistical average at the limit of large
systems or large quantum numbers. However, chaotic
systems do not have good quantum numbers, and quantum
chaos studies the relationship between classical and
quantum descriptions in these systems.
General relativity and quantum mechanics - Even with
the defining postulates of both Einstein’s theory of general
relativity and quantum theory being indisputably supported
by rigorous and repeated empirical evidence, and while they
do not directly contradict each other theoretically, they have
proven extremely difficult to incorporate into one consistent,
cohesive model.

Gravity is negligible in many areas of particle physics,
so that unification between general relativity and quantum
mechanics is not an urgent issue in those particular
applications. However, the lack of a correct theory of
quantum gravity is an important issue in physical cosmology
and the search by physicists for an elegant “Theory of
Everything” (TOE). Consequently, resolving the
inconsistencies between both theories has been a major
goal of 20th and 21st century physics. Many prominent
physicists, including Stephen Hawking, have labored for
many years in the attempt to discover a theory underlying
everything. This TOE would combine not only the different
models of subatomic physics, but also derive the four
fundamental forces of nature - the strong force,
electromagnetism, the weak force, and gravity - from a
single force or phenomenon. While Stephen Hawking was

initially a believer in the Theory of Everything, after
considering Gödel’s Incompleteness Theorem, he has
concluded that one is not obtainable, and has stated so
publicly in his lecture “Gödel and the End of Physics” (2002).
Applications - Quantum mechanics has had enormous
success in explaining many of the features of our universe.
Quantum mechanics is often the only tool available that
can reveal the individual behaviors of the subatomic
particles that make up all forms of matter. Quantum
mechanics has strongly influenced string theories,
candidates for a Theory of Everything .
Quantum mechanics is also critically important for
understanding how individual atoms combine covalently to
form molecules. The application of quantum mechanics to
chemistry is known as quantum chemistry. Relativistic
quantum mechanics can, in principle, mathematically
describe most of chemistry. Quantum mechanics can also
provide quantitative insight into ionic and covalent bonding
processes by explicitly showing which molecules are
energetically favorable to which others and the magnitudes
of the energies involved. Furthermore, most of the
calculations performed in modern computational chemistry
rely on quantum mechanics.

In many aspects modern technology operates at a
scale where quantum effects are significant.
Electronics - Many modern electronic devices are designed
using quantum mechanics. Examples include the laser, the
transistor, the electron microscope, and magnetic
resonance imaging (MRI). The study of semiconductors
led to the invention of the diode and the transistor, which
are indispensable parts of modern electronics systems,
computer and telecommunication devices. Another
application is the light emitting diode which is a high-
efficiency source of light.
Cryptography - Researchers are currently seeking robust
methods of directly manipulating quantum states. Efforts
are being made to more fully develop quantum
cryptography, which will theoretically allow guaranteed
secure transmission of information.
Quantum computing - A more distant goal is the
development of quantum computers, which are expected
to perform certain computational tasks exponentially faster
than classical computers. Instead of using classical bits,
quantum computers use qubits, which can be in
superpositions of states. Quantum programmers are able
to manipulate the superposition of qubits in order to solve
problems that classical computing cannot do effectively,
such as searching unsorted databases or integer
factorization. IBM claims that the advent of quantum
computing may progress the fields of medicine, logistics,
financial services, artificial intelligence and cloud security.
Macroscale quantum effect s - While quantum mechanics
primarily applies to the smaller atomic regimes of matter
and energy, some systems exhibit quantum mechanical
effects on a large scale. Superfluidity, the frictionless flow
of a liquid at temperatures near absolute zero, is one well-
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known example. So is the closely related phenomenon of
superconductivity, the frictionless flow of an electron gas in
a conducting material at sufficiently low temperatures. The
fractional quantum Hall effect is a topological ordered state
which corresponds to patterns of long-range quantum
entanglement. States with different topological orders
cannot change into each other without a phase transition.
Quantum theory - Quantum theory also provides accurate
descriptions for many previously unexplained phenomena,
such as black-body radiation and the stability of the orbitals
of electrons in atoms. It has also given insight into the
workings of many different biological systems, including
smell receptors and protein structures. Recent work on
photosynthesis has provided evidence that quantum
correlations play an essential role in this fundamental
process of plants and many other organisms. Even so,
classical physics can often provide good approximations
to results otherwise obtained by quantum physics, typically
in circumstances with large numbers of particles or large

quantum numbers. Since classical formulas are much
simpler and easier to compute than quantum formulas,
classical approximations are used and preferred when the
system is large enough to render the effects of quantum
mechanics insignificant.

Micro Analysis of Sulpha Guanidine Drug with
Potassium Dipertelluratocuprate (III) Reagent

Experiment
Pot assium dipertelluratocuprate (III) Reagent -
Potassium peroxysulphate (5 gm) potassium hydroxide (10
gm) and tetturic acid (5 gm) were dissolved in 100 ml of
distilled water water. This solution was boiled and 0.5 M
solution of coppersulphate was added to it gradually till a
red colour appears. On further addition of copper sulphate
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solution a brownish precipitate results. The addition of
copper sulphate solution is continued till the precipitation
in complete.

Complete precipitation was tested by the absences of
red colour in the supernatant layer of the reaction mixture.
The brownish precipitate obtained in this way was filtered
through sintered glass crucible(G-4) washed thoroughly with
distilled water to remove undecomposed peroxydisulphate
and potassium sulphate.

The precipitate was now boiled with 200 ml of a solution
containing KOH (6 g) and telluric acid (4g) to get again a
red colored solution of copper tellurate complex. The
prepared solution of Cu(III) was approximately 0.035m
concentration. It was stored in a standard volumetric flask.
Since direct titration of Cu(III) with sodium arsenite gives
inaccurate results ,an indirect method of standardization of
Cu(III) with sodiumarsenite has been attempted. An aliquot
of Cu(III) solution is mixed with approximately 1.5 times
sodiumarsenite solution (0.02m) . It is allowed to stay for
3-4 minutes and then acidified with a calculated amount of
1NH2SO4 till the green suspension is dissolved and a clear
solution is obtained which is acidic. It is then treated with
5ml of 0.5m sodium bicarbonate solution the unused
arsenite is back titrated with a standard iodine solution using
starch a on indicator. A stock solution of the sulpha drug
was prepared by dissolved 100mg of sample in 100 ml.
Distilled water in 100 ml volumemetre flash. All the sample
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were either of analar B.D.H. Grade.
General procedure -  Aliquots containing 1-5mg of the
sample were taken in 150ml Erlenmeyer flask and 5ml of
0.035m Cu(III) solution was added to it. The content were
shaken thoroughly. The reaction mixture was heated on a
boiling water bath for prescribed reaction time. After the
reaction was over , the contents were cooled to room
temperature . The unused Cu(III) was determined by
arsenite method. A blank was also run simultaneously using
all the reagents omitting the sample. The recovery of sample
was calculated by the following formula:-

Result s and discussion - With the recommended
procedure micro analysis of sulphaguanidine has
successfully been achieved on 1-5mg of sample size within
the accuracy of  1% in most of the cases.

For quantitative results a reaction time of 15
minutes is sufficient .It was noticed that the boiling
temperature was suitable for accurate results .In the present
reaction it is suggested that the Cu(III) reagent oxidised p-
amino group and not, the sulphonamide group(-So

)of

sulphonamide . The present reagent is a mild oxidizing
agent and oxidises the NH2 group of the sulphonamide
without causing ring cleavage or decomposition or

sulphonamide function.

Taking into consideration the stochiometry and the
nature of the oxidation reaction, it is postulates that the
supha drug under investigation gets oxidized to
corresponding nitro compound.

In my experiment eighteen equivalents of Cu(III)
reagent were consumed for one equivalent of
sulphaguanidine . On this basis following reaction may be
proposed:-

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Start Up India, Stand Up India : A New Ray Of Hope

Introduction - Startup India Standup India was first
mentioned by PM Narendra Modi on August 15, 2015 while
addressing the nation on Independence Day. However the
scheme was formally launched on January 16, 2016 in New
Delhi by PM Modi at Vigyan Bhawan, New Delhi. The plan
comes at a time when the startup ecosystem in the country
is witnessing an exponential growth.

According to Nasscom, the recommended definition
for a startup would be an entity that is headquartered in
India, and has been incorporated less than five years ago.
Aside from this, incentives, facilitation, and support for
startups should not apply to companies that have an annual
turnover of Rs. 25 crore, the IT industry body said.
Objective Of The S tudy - The startup ecosystem in India
has shaken up at an invite only launch event of Startup
India. Standup India which took place on Saturday at \Tigyan
Bhawan, New Delhi. Organised by Department of Industrial
Policy and Promotion (DIPP), along with other key Indian
startup ecosystem players, the Startup India, Standup India
initiative aims to celebrate the country’s entrepreneurial
spirit, and create a strong ecosystem for fostering innovation
and startups in India. The scheme aims to push for
Entrepreneurship in the country by providing enabling
environment for the entrepreneurs.
An Insight Into The Notion - The event was inaugurated
by finance minister Arun Jaitley, and attended by the Minister
of State for Commerce and Industry Nirmala Sitharaman,
and the Minister of State for Finance Jayant Sinha. Around
40 top CEOs and startup founders and investors from
Silicon Valley attended the event as special guests, and
took part in question and answer sessions at the event.
The event was telecasted live in India’s top universities and
youth groups in over 350 districts of India. The event started
at 9.30AM with a welcome address by Amitabh Kant,
Secretary, DIPP, and had a total of 14 sessions through the
day. Travis Kalanick, founder of Uber gave a presentation
on eight lessons for entrepreneurs, followed by a question
and answer session. The agenda for the day included panel
discussions from the founders of India’s biggest startups
in fintech, e-commerce and healthcare, with discussions
with policymakers on how the government can 

.
jump-start

India’s startup ecosystem. The event concluded with PM
Modi launching his Action Plan post, following his
interactions with startups, VCs, and angel investors.

Modi started with saying the government would not
come in the way of start-ups, reminding many of his popular
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slogan - minimum government, maximum governance. The
PM gradually raised the bar, announcing a slew of
measures. There will be self certification-based compliance,
he said, and the crowd clapped loudly. There will be no
inspection for three years, the PM went on, and the sound
of claps grew louder. The list followed - creation of start-up
hub, mobile app to enable registration in one day, fast-track
mechanism for patent application, panel for legal support
in patent filing, 80 per cent rebate on patent application
fee, relaxed norms in public procurement for start-ups and
so on. Exits will be simpler and faster for those who don’t
want to continue - it was one of the biggest demands of the
start-up companies. The exit clause will be included in the
Insolvency & Bankruptcy Bill 2015 that will make exit
possible within 90 days.

Many of these measures would be part of the Union
Budget. Looking at finance minister Arun Jaitley, the PM
said, “he will have to do it now”, and announced Rs 10,000
crore corpus fund for start-ups and a credit guarantee
scheme for Rs 500 crore a year for four years. Tax
exemption on capital gains and income tax holiday for three
years were among the other big-bang incentives announced
to “promote growth and profit”. There was more—tax
exemptions on incubation, investments, partnerships with
academia, launch of Atal Innovation Mission, seed funding
and research parks. As if that was not enough, the PM
promised start-up fests, both national and international, as
he had seen in his overseas trips.

The government has reportedly decided to scrap a tax
on seed funding to startups by Indian angel investors in the
upcoming Union Budget. The existing tax norms view the
funding as income, which takes away nearly 30 percent of
the value of investments, so this would improve cash flow
a lot. The Stand Up India Scheme anchored by Department
of Financial Services (DFS) to encourage greenfield
enterprises by SC! ST and women entrepreneurs will
support 2.5 lakh borrowers with bank loans repayable up
to seven years and between Rs. 10 lakh to Rs. 1 crore for
greenfield enterprises in the non-farm sector.

Google will be hosting a live contest with five pre-
screened startups, who will present their business cases
to a panel of top VCs and representatives from Google.
The five shortlisted startups are Reap Benefit, Cardiac
Design Labs, Guru-G, SlamdunQ, and Sbalabs. The winner
will receive $50,000 (roughly Rs. 33 lakh) in equity-funding.
Google invited users to vote for their favorite startup on its
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Startup India page till Friday midnight. Based on the highest
votes, the top three startups will receive an invite to join the
next Google Launchpad Week, and one final winner will
win $100,000 (approximately Rs. 66 lakh) in Google cloud
credits, and be eligible for consideration to the Launchpad

Accelerator Program in July 2016.The uniqueness of
this initiative is that it doesn’t see the state as a regulator
but rather a facilitator in bettering the lives of millions of
young people who are ambitious as well as restless. And
through this move that could mobilise the entire youth
population,The Ministry of Human Resource Development
(HRD) and the Department of Science and Technology have
agreed to partner in an initiative to set up over 75 startup
support hubs in the National Institutes of Technology (NITs),
the Indian Institutes of Information Technology (JilTs), the
Indian Institutes of Science Education and Research
(uSERs) and National Institutes of Pharmaceutical
Education and Research (NIPERs).

The Uttar Pradesh and Chhattisgarh governments are
finalising the contours of a start-up policy to attract young
entrepreneurs to set up shop in their terrain, following half
a dozen States that have already announced measures for
start-ups ahead of the NDA government’s Start-Up India
action plan unveiled on Saturday. Kerala was the first State
to have a start-up policy that included the setting up of Kochi
Startup Village in partnership with the Union Science and
Technology Ministry. Since then, Karnataka, Andra Pradesh,
Rajasthan and Maharashtra have also formulated similar
policies for new-age businesses. A few budding ventures
are already being incubated in a Start-Up Oasis set up by
the Rajasthan government in Jaipur.
In addition, for a startup to be recognized as one,
1. It must be an entity registered/incorporated as a:

a) Private Limited Company under the Companies
Act, 2013; or
b) Registered Partnership firm under the Indian
Partnership Act, 1932; or
c) Limited Liability Partnership under the Limited
Liability Partnership Act, 2008.

2. Five years must not have elapsed from the date of
incorporation/registration.

3. Annual turnover (as defined in the Companies Act,
2013) in any preceding financial year must not exceed
Rs. 25 crore.

4. Startup must be working towards innovation,
development, deployment or commercialisation of new
products, processes or services driven by technology
or intellectual property.

5. The Startup must aim to develop and commercialise:
a) a new product or service or process; or
b) a significantly improved existing product or service or

process that will create or add value for customers or
workflow.

6. The Startup must not merely be engaged in:
a. Developing products/ services-or processes which do

not have potential for commercialisation; or
b. undifferentiated products or services or processes; or

c. products or services or processes with no or limited
incremental value for customers or workflow

7. The Startup must not be formed by splitting up, or
reconstruction, of a business already in existence.

8. The Startup has obtained certification from the Inter-
Ministerial Board, setup by DIPP to validate the
innovative nature of the business, and

a. be supported by a recommendation (with regard to
innovative nature of business), in a format specified
by DIPP, from an incubatorestab1ished in a post-
graduate college in India; or

b. be supported by an incubator which is funded (in
relation to the project) from GoI as part of any specified
scheme to promote innovation; or

c. be supported by a recommendation (with regard to
innovative nature of business), in a format specified
by DIPP, from an incubator recognized by GoI; or

d. be funded by an Incubation Fund/Angel Fund/Private
Equity Fund/Accelerator/Angel Network duly registered
with SEBI* that endorses innovative nature of the
business; or

e. be funded by the Government of India as part of any
specified scheme to promote innovation; or

f. have a patent granted by the Indian Patent and
Trademark Office in areas affiliated with the nature of
business being promoted.

Criticism - One of the eligibility criteria states that “The
product or service should be a new one or a significantly
improved version of existing services or products.”
Let’s take the example of startups who are engaged in
creating and developing online marketplaces like Flipkart
and Amazon. So a new startup engaged in the same field
may not be eligible unless its product is significantly
improved than what existing players provide.Another
eligibility criteria states that the startup should get a recom
mendation letter from the recognized incubator cell or he
recognized by the GoT or should be funded by recognized
funds.Now this will be quite a task for startups.In our estimate,
going by these criteria, roughly 60% of existing startups could
be rendered ineligible for the Startup India plan.
Future Ahead - This policy will encourage entrepreneurship
by creating new employment opportunities for the
unemployed. It is expected to benefit at least 2.5 lakh
borrowers. It will restrict the role of state and facilitate ease
of doing business. However there are few things which are
pre- requisite for successful implementation of the scheme.
They are:
1. Electricity 2.    Internet connectivity
3. Roads 4.   Clean environment
5. Corruption

Hon’ble Prime Minister of India Shri Narendra Modi has
announced a war against black money and corruption. In an emboldened move, he declared that the 500 and 1000
Rupee Notes will no longer be legal tender from midnight, 8th Nov. 2016. In this research paper the main focus is to
study the advantages and disadvantages of demonetization and its impact on Indian Banking sector.

Introduction - The banking system is an integral part of
any economy.

In short
term, it disrupted the banks and stress strongly to carry out
bank operations and in long term it helped the banks to
pool the deposits without incurring of any cost.

The
consumers switch to cashless transaction.
In 1978, the then Prime Minister Shri Morarji Desai

demonetized these notes in 1978. After 38 years again India
witnessed demonetization of bank notes in Nov. 2016 and
this time government demonetized Rs. 500 and Rs. 1000
notes and replaced it with new designed 500 notes and for
the first time Indian government introduced 2000 value note.

The reason behind being called the beneficiary is very
obvious because as lot of people are depositing cash
in the banks; there will be a lot of liquidity with banks.

7. Political parties and elections are major source of black
money transactions; demonetization is going to cause
huge craters on their funding and will reduce their funds
drastically.

Disadvant age :
1. The biggest disadvantage of demonetization has been

the chaos and frenzy it created among common people.
Situation was even worse in rural India where people
struggled to exchange and withdraw cash due to lack
of enough number of banks and ATM in their vicinity.

2. Another disadvantage is that destruction of old currency
units and printing of new currency units involve costs
which has to be borne by the government and if the
cost are higher than benefits than there is no use of
demonetization .

3. Another problem is that this move targeted the black
money, but many people who had not kept cash as
their black money and rotated or used that money in
other asset classes like real estate, gold and so were

not affected by demonetization.
4. The normal trading activity may be disrupted by this

process since it takes time for banks, consumers to
adjust to the new monetary policy.

5. ATM have to be re-calibrated , it will result in additional
cost for banks and also inconvenience to the customer

 Conclusion - Demonetization is a beneficial process even
though it has some demerits that may render it unfavourable
in various ways. However before any demonetization
program is carried out, it should be carefully thought through
and its impact on the poor should be considered. In this
way, demonetization can be chance for a fresh new start or
it can be something that causes unnecessary confusion
for a country.

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A  Study  on "Encounter' killing  in  India

Introduction -  An encounter killing is an extrajudicial killings
by the police or the armed forces of suspected gangsters
or terrorists in gun battles. The real encounter is when such
killing can be justified in case if the offender was running
away from  custody, endangerring life of someone, etc. The
police is known for fake encounters. The police or armed
forces kill the suspects, when they are either in custody or
are unarmed, and then claim to have shot them in self-
defence. The police use all efforts to prove that the killing
was justified by manipulating evidence. They may plant
weapons on or near the corpses, or fabricate records that
show that the individual was not in police custody at the
time of his “encounter”, or the police may say that the
suspect had escaped. Such killings are not authorized by a
court or by the law and are illegal.

In the 1990s and the mid -2000s, the Mumbai police
used encounter killings to crush the city’s underworld and
break down the extortion racket. There were police officers,
who became famous as “encounter specialist”. They
believed that  such killings provided speedy justice. Such
attitude has been criticized by human rights activists.

The first recognized encounter killing was on January
11,1982, the gangster Manya Surve who was shot dead by
police officers Raja Tambat and Isaque Bagwan at the
Wadala area.

A genuine encounter is that in which a person has been
killed in self-defence or when the accused has tried to
escape whereas a fake encounter is where a person has
been killed in cold blood, and not in self –defence.
 It is however held the dividing line between genuine and
fake encounters is rather thin and the fact is that most of
the cases considered by the police as genuine are indeed
fake.

The basic principal that lies behind the encounter
killings is that Indian Penal Code gives the right to a citizen
to private defence and this right is also available to
policemen. Thus, the police can fire while attempting to
arrest a person accused of an offence punishable with death
or imprisonment of life by the court orders and in such firing
if the person is killed then such encounter is not illegal or
fake, but genuine.

In cases where such encounter death is not justified
on legitimate ground of such right, or in proper exercise of
the power of arrest under section 46 of Criminal Procedure

Code then the police officer causing the death would be
guilty of the offence of commiting a cu  lpable homicide.

The Human right activities have been against such
killings for long and much has been done to avoid such
atrocities. The national commission has the powers to
inquire into such matters. The NHRC have all the powers
of a civil court  trying a suit under the Code of Civil
Procedure,1908, and in particular in respect of the following
matters, namely:
(a) Summoning and enforcing the attendance of witnesses

and Examining them on oath;
(b) Discovery and production of any document.
(c) Receiving evidence on affidavits;
(d) Requisitioning any public record or copy thereof from

any court or office;
(e) Issuing commissions for the examination of witnesses

or documents;
(f) Any other matter which may be prescribed.
There are certain guidelines that are given to prevent such
killings which are as follows:
a. When the police officer in-charge of a police station

receives information about the death in an encounter
between the police party and others,he shall enter that
information in the appropriate register.

b. The information as received shall be regarded as
sufficient  to suspect the commission of a cognizable
offence and immediate steps should be taken to
investigate the facts and  circumstances leading to
death to ascertain what ,if any, offence was committed
and by whom .

c. As the police officers belonging to the same police
station are the members of the encounter party, it is
appropriate that the cases are made over for
investigation to some other independent investigation
agency , such as the state CID.
The cases of “encounter killings”are maximum reported

from the states of Gujarat, Uttar Pradesh, Karnataka
,Chhattisgarh and Andhra Pradesh.

In Peoples Union for Civil Liberties v. Union of India,
1997 3 S.C.C. 433 : AIR 1997 SC 1203 it was held that if
the police had information that terrorists were gathering at
a particular place and if they had surprised them and
arrested them the proper course for them was to deal with
them according to law and not by surprise.
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New provisions as in 2014 regarding Encounter Killings
According to the statistics there have been 2,560 encounter
deaths during encounters with police between 1993 and
2008. Out of these most of the cases as reported by the
NHRC were “fake encounters” . Most of the complaints were
particularly against Central Reserve Police Force (CRPF),
the Border security Forces (BSF) and the armed forces
acting under the Armed Forces (Special Powers) Act
(AFSPA).

In the Criminal Appeal No 1255 OF 1999 People’s
Union for Civil Liberties and Anr. Versus State of Maharastra
and Other. The SC has said that every death at police hands
must br independentiy investigated and no officer should
be rewarded till their gallantry is establissed beyond doubt.
Important case laws are :
1. Ishrat  Jahan Encounter killing case - The Ishrat
jahan encounter case is criminial case in the Gujrst which
took place on 15 june 2004, and involved encounter killing
of ishart jahan raza , a 19- year old girl from Mumbai , and
three men; paresh pillai ,Amjad Ali rana and zeeshan crime
branch .
2. S OHRABUDDIN Sheikh encounter case - In the
sohrabuddin Sheikh encounter case the stste police killed
underworld criminal soharabuddin anvar hussian sheik on
November 26, 2005, while he was in police custody
3. Batla House encounter case - Officially  known as
Operation Batla House , took place on 19 september 2008,
against Indian Mujahideen terrorists in Batla House locality
in jamia nagar, Dehli, in which two suspected terrorist, Atif
Amin and Mohamed Sajid were killed while two other
suspects Mohd Saif Zeeshan were arrested, while one
accused Ariz Khan managed to escape The Socio-
economic offences have been known since times
immemorial,but remain dormant until the beginning of World
War II.This new form of criminality was for the first time
shaped by a well known criminologist Prof.Advin
.H.Sutherland vin  1939.Sutherland described these newer
crimes as white-collar crimes.The world wars badly affected
the whole set-up of our community at large,resulting in the
sudden upsurges of  many problems.One  of the  major
problems was the scarcity of the essential things and
amounting demand,for them.The people occupied  in trade
started to take advantage of bthe war situation; which
accelerated the growth of the newer form criminality in a
substantial way.

The policy of   Lasseiz-faire or non-interference of the
state in the material pursuits of the  individuals and
association created an atmosphere  of extreme business
competitveness for individual advantages in the industrial
countries.Thus uncontrolled capitalism posed a serious
threat to the social welfare.

However the state in its turn did no longer remain a
silent spectator to the victimization and sufferings of general
masses.It began to realize the dangers inherent in
unrestricted capitalism,so the governments in  different
countries decided to come out with welfare schemes for

improving  the living standards of the common masses and
bringing about social and economic justice in the society
by putting an effective check  on the nefarious activities of
many categories of anti-social elements so as to preserve
the morality , and protect the public health,and material
welfare of the community as a whole.Today, the state being
a welfare state tends to control a vast a number of  means
of production and distribution of goods and material services
etc.  Therefore the activities of the state multiply to a greater
extent.But unfortunately the heavy responsibility of the state
over burden its administration,which led to the insufficient
functioning of the governmental machinery.In addition to
the above,some incompetent,dishonest and unscrupulous
persons made their way into various public services. Both
the aforesaid factors helped in the expansion of the
socioeconomic offences eg.bribery, corruption,favouritism
and nepotism in public services and among  persons in
high authority,trafficking in licences, permits and quotas,
embezzlement, misappropriation and frauds relating to
public property, and violation of  specifications in  public
contracts decides the fields of  socioeconomic offences
mentioned above,there are many areas where new offences
are emerging in menacing, proportions such as smuggling
and violation of foreign exchange regulation,under
invocing,overinvoicing,black marketing and hoarding,
profiteering, racketeering, sharepushing and many other
violations by man in legal professions as well as in medical
professions.

“Illegal sale of alchohol and narcotics, abortion (illegal)
,illegal services to underworld criminals, fraudulent reports
and testimony in  accident cases,fraud in income tax
returns,extreme cases of unnecessary treatment and
surgical operations, fake specialist and fee splitting”

Thus the socioeconomic criminality has spread slowly
and gradually all over the world.
 Socio-Economic Offences In  India - Our history tells us
that  India has a rich culture and  heritage.It is understood
that  India was a land of believers who believed in values
and virtues of trust,honesty,truth  and benevolence that the
very part of the existence. India lost its original vigour and
virtuous existence and the Britishers corrupted the market
and polluted the  minds of  simple Indians.

The Britishers very cleverly entered India  and in 1717
the Mughal emperor issued a “royal” order,which granted
the freedom to East-India Company to import and export
its goods in Bengal without paying taxes. That order also
gave a right to the company for issuing passes for the
movement its goods .This order provided favourable
circumstances for the  servants of thje East India company
who in return misused this favour and broke the trust and
invaded the very freedom of India This  business tactics
gradually gave rise to newer form of criminality in India,
and the socioeconomic offences gradually start to develop.

The Britishers  ruled over India for 200 years. In 1947
India got Independence.Thios era  initiated the  second
phase of socioeconomic offences in India.At this time, India
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was trying to recover from the long run oppression. There
was scarcity of everything including administrative
machinery and setting up efficient and honest administrative
machinery immediately was not an easy task..

The Britisher gave India  freedom,but created a divide
between India and Pakistan that was another cause for the
development of the socioeconomic offences in India.The
havoc created at that  time led to social disorganization
and economic catastrophe. The commerce and social
structure of India was totally jeopardized. People lost their
businesses, houses, etc.. There was migrations from
Pakistan to India and many affluent businessmen had leave
their flourishing businesses and move out of Pakistan as
refugees. These refugees were devastated economically
and socially. Therefore all these factors created favourable
grounds for development of wide spread of Socioeconomic
Offences in India.
I n modern times, the third phase of the development
of socioeconomic crimes was seen, which came through
rapid industrial development and urbanization where socio-
economic offences got much more chance for their growth
and development. The Santhanam Committee studiedthese
offences in detail and thecategories of socio-economic
offences noted by that committee are as follows:
1. Offences calculated to prevent or obstruct the

economic development of the country  and endanger
its economic health;

2 . Evasion and avoidance of taxes lawfully imposed;
3. Misuse of their position  by public  servants  in making

of contracts and ddispposasaal of public property, issue
of liicences and permits and similar other  matters;

4. Delivery by individuals industrial commercial
undertakings of goods not in accordance with agreed
specifictios in fulfillment of contracts entered into public
authorities;

5. Prrofiteering, black marketing  and hoarding;
6. Adulteration of food stuff and drugs,
7. Theft and misappropriation of public property and

funds; and
8. Trafficking in licences and permits etc.

The Indian Penal Code is the first law containing some
provisions for curbing socio-economic offences. It provides
some punishments for acts of adulteration,etc. However
the Santhanam Committee declared that that IPC in day-
to-day  is not apt enough to be able to completely cover the
socioeconomic offences. Some other provisions are also
necessary.

After the first  quarter of nineteenth century other
statutes  for combating with Socio-Economic Offences were
made in India, particularly after  independence many
statutes were  passed and amendments were made.

The Government of India after the appointment of the
Santhanam Committee had appointed the Wanchoo
Committee on 2nd of March, 1970. The duty of this

Committee was to focus attention on the problem of  black
money which is accumulated through violation of  foreign
exchange regulation, black-marketing and hoarding etc.
This committee made valuable suggestions  for certain
amendments in statutes dealing with  Socio-Economic
Offences. The  suggestions of those committees led to the
Indian legisture to enact  more laws, e.g.
1. The Foreign Exchange Regulation Act 1973;
2. The Smuggling and Foreign Exchnge  manipulators

act 1976;
3. The Control of Foreign Exchange and Prevention of

Smuggling Act 1974; and
4. Criminal Procedure Code 1973 etc.

Similarly  Law Commission of  India  made valuable
suggestions in the statutes dealing with socio-economic
offences, so as to make the punishments  more stringent
for punishing the socio-economic offenders.
Besides the above mentioned Acts, some main enactments
which deal with
socio-economic offences are as follows:
1. The Prevention of Corruption Act.
2. The Prevention ofFood Adulteration Act.
3. The Prevention of Immoral Traffic (Amendment)

Act,1986
4. The Drugs and Cosmetics Act.
5. The Essential Commodities (Amendment) Act
6. The Dowry Prohibition Act.
7. The Narcotic Drugs Psychotropic Substances Act,

1985.
8. The Standard of Weights  and Measures Act.
9. The Customs Act.
10. The Drug (Control) Act.
11. The Income Tax Act,
12. The Anti-Corruption Laws  (Amendment) Act,
Socio-economic crimes completely cover the white collar
crimes, though there are minute differences.
It could therefore, be submitted that socio-economic
offences does not only extend the scope of the subject
matter of white-collar crime, as conceived by Sutherland
and as aappreciated by others but is also of wider import.
Conclusion - Socioeconomics have emerged as a separate
field of study in the late twentieth century. If we probe into
the enigma of socio-economic offences the root cause lust
for money. These crimes are always committed by
educated, highly qualified and socially reputed people. The
prominent hall mark in socio-economic crimes are that thes
offenders pretend this illegitimate earned as legitimate
money. All the whitecollar crimes are covered in  socio-
economic crimes.

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A Uniform Civil Code for India  - A Legislative and
Judicial approach

Introduction - The Uniform Civil Code is a need of the
hour but who will bell the cat and how it can be done in a
country like India which has many diversities is the matter
of concern. Since long it is in debate but no concraeat step
is taken till today by the state. The concept of one nation,
one law is more than a neat hashtag and goes back to the
drafting of the Constitution. Back then, the issue was hotly
debated some members of the Constituent Assembly
argued for a common personal law for marriage, divorce,
inheritance and adoption, while others believed that this
was a goal to be achieved in stages. The directive principle
“shall endeavor to secure for citizens a uniform civil code”
was a compromise since the time was not right.

The time has never been right in the sixty plus years
since we adopted the Constitution. Yet, we have a new mood
in the country. It’s a mood that is looking with considerable
less tolerance at existing gender gaps, particularly where
personal laws and religion are concerned. As women
threaten to storm male-only mosques and temples, as the
courts gird up to examine existing inequities, is it finally
time?
Several issues - The first of these is the argument that the
time is still not right. Muslims all over the world are under
siege. Moreover, there is suspicion among the minorities
in this country about this government’s true intentions—
common law or majoritarianism? Controversies over beef,
saffronization of school and college curriculums, love jihad,
and the silence emanating from the top leadership on these
controversies have done little to instill a feeling of
confidence. Can the government build bridges and instill
confidence?

Second, while a uniform civil code has remained a
wonderful principle, nobody has actually spelt out what this
common code will look like. What are the nuts and bolts of
this law? Is it to take the ‘best’ practices from all religions
and, if so, which ones? How would it deal with polygamy
not just among Muslims but also Hindus and tribals? What
will happen to the tax exemptions and breaks granted to
the Hindu Undivided Family (HUF)?

One way forward is to look at the uniform civil code in
terms of gender reform, a line favoured by many, including
myself. But there is a caveat here, too. Can you look at
parity of law for all women without first looking at parity
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between men and women? For instance, says former
additional solicitor-general Indira Jaising, will our law-
makers consider a concept of shared labour in marriages
that would necessarily mean an equal division of assets
acquired in the life of a marriage in case of a divorce?
        One argument in favour of a status quo and against a
uniform civil code is that the courts have in innumerable
cases given secular laws precedence over personal,
religious codes. In the past 12 months alone, a two-judge
bench ruled that Muslim women are entitled to maintenance
beyond the iddat (roughly three months) period. It upheld
a previous Allahabad high court judgement that “polygamy
was not an integral part of religion”. It has questioned why
Christian couples must wait for a two-year separation before
filing for divorce when it is just one year for others. Earlier
still, it gave Muslim women the right to legally adopt children
even though this goes against their personal law.

The problem with this line of argument is that it looks
at justice on a case-by-case basis. It presupposes also that
all minority women have access to lawyers and the courts.

There is another alternative—change from within.
Already social organizations within the realm of religion have
begun demanding an end to practices such as triple talaq.
The All India Muslim Personal Law Board has not, so far,
responded favourably even though an online petition by the
Bharatiya Mahila Muslim Andolan demanding a ban has
already attracted over 50,000 signatures.

And yet, there can be no turning back, no drowning
out of voices demanding justice. This Eid, the three-century
old Aishbagh Eidgah in Lucknow opened its doors to women
to offer prayers for the first time in its history. It was a tiny
step towards what could be a new beginning.
The problem in the constitution  - The problem created
in the constitutions is that in one way it is told about equality
and non-discrimination 1 and in another way provision is
for religious freedom and culture plurality 2. At the same
time there is another dimension of the problem.The
provision for Uniform Civil Code is in Directive Principles of
State Policies which is non-justiciable while right to equality
and protection of minorities religious freedom and their
culture are justiciable3. So the problem to implement a
Uniform Civil Code revolves around these conflicting claims
of Constitutional provisions
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Recent Scenario -  The Uniform Civil Code is again felt
necessary when there is a fight by Muslim women against
the practice of triple talaq. Now the India Government asked
the law commission to study the issue. This can be a well
initiation towards taking a step forward to implement such
a code in India. There should not be a compromise but a
solid agreement Directive Principles of State Policy of Indian
constitution declares that “The state shall endeavour to
secure for citizens a uniform Civil Code throughout the
territory of India.”4 In religious practices differentiated  rules
are found even in a secular republic like India where as a
common law for all citizens is the need of the hour. It is the
fact that after vehement argument on the issue at the time
of writing of the Constitution the members of Constituent
Assembly reached at a compromise and it placed in
directive principals of state policy as it is now. The leaders
like Minoo Masani, Hansa Meheta and Rajkumari Amrit
Kaur were among the several members of the Constitutent
Assembly are those who disagreed with such compromise
in the Constitution .But in the Constitution a compromise
was made and left the responsibility on the State to
endeavour to secure for its citizens a uniform civil code.
This is one reason why India needs such a common code
that a compromise is made in the constitution instead of a
solid agreement among the members of the Constituent
Assembly.
Justice to Gender - The next reason is that for giving justice
to gender a uniform civil code is necessary. It is seen that
in religious laws of Hindu and Muslims the rights of women
are very limited in comparision with their male counter parts.
One can take the example of triple talaq a best example in
Muslim law. It is pertinent to mention here that
B.A.Ambedkar had struggled enough to pass a Hindu Code
Bill to empower women. Hamid Dalwai a great social
reformer had campigned for a uniform civil code for gender
justice.
The reformation approach - The reformation approach
should come up from within the community it self who faces
and experience the evils. It is not a new thing to say that
Muslim women are claiming to seek reform and this desire
of them is expressed in different forums of the society. The
legislator should note it and support them morally. Like a
secular they also claim gender equality and elimination of
all discriminations existing inside their communities. So it
is clear that these people will be inclined towards a secular
common civil code approach. When people irrespective of
cast, creed and religion will accept the common code widely
than it can be made the law of the land in future.
A Principle Oriented approach - For sake of communal
politics many leaders have demanded for a uniform civil
code which is not a good sign. But there is a reason why
courts have also told in various cases that Government
should take step for a such code. Saha Bano case 5 Lily
Thomas vs Union of India 6 and Sarala Mudgal case 7 are
good examples. In Lily Thomas vrs Union of India  case
it is told that, “Besides deciding Question of law regarding

the interpretation of 494 IPC one of the hon’ble judge Kuldip
singh after referring to the observation made by this court
in Mohamd Ahamad Khan vs. Sahahbano Begum and
others requested the government of India through the Prime
Minister of the country to have a fresh look at Art. 44 of the
constitution of India and endeavour to secure for the citizen
a uniform civil code through out the territory of india” Sarala
Mudgal judgement was hailed as a precedent for uniform
civil code and cited many cases where personal laws of
different religious have come in conflict. In Constituent
Assembly many members had argued to move with different
civil codes for different religions. But they have done it not
in matter of principle but in the context of political gain. So
if we move in the matter of principle for good cause of the
nation we must agree that there is a need of common civil
code for India. The principle should be that constitutional
law will override the religious laws in a secular republic like
india. Justice Sahai had rightly caustioned, “......  the
desirability of UCC can be hardly doubted but is can
concretize only when social climate is properly built by the
elite of the society and statesman, instead of gaining
personal mileage, rise above and awaken the masses to
accept the change.”
Make a model code - We should take all the best provisions
of various religious laws and make a secular model code
which would be common to all and fevourable for the
Indians. Then leave it to debate on this model code and try
to rectify it in broad sense to suit maximum number of
people in India irrespective of cast, creed and religion. It
should not favour to any particular religion or group. If it will
be in debate for a long time a culture will develop among its
supporters and may gradually influence others which will
be fravourable for acceptance of the model to uphold
constitutional value high enough.
May be a st arting point - The Partuguese Civil Procedure
code is enacted in the year 1939. The civil law in Goa is
derived from this Partuguese Civil Procedure Code. This
state treats all communities equally even after it is added
in to the Indian territory. Other law also may be taken in to
consideration and reviewed to find the pros and cons of
the model common civil code and may be implemented it
as soon as possible.
Suggestion - In order to promote the spirit of uniformity of
laws and accomplish the objectives enshrined in Art.44 of
the Constitution, the following suggestions need immediate
consideration.
1. A progressive and broadminded outlook is needed

among the people to understand the spirit of such code.
For this, education, awareness and sensitisation
programmes must be taken up.

2. The Uniform Civil Code should act in the best interest
of all the religions.

3. A committee of eminent jurists should be considered
to maintain uniformity and care must be taken not to
hurt the sentiments of any particular community.

Conclusion - Article 44 of the Constitution of India requires

the state to secure for the citizens of India a Uniform Civil
Code throughout the territory of India. As has been noticed
above, India is a unique blend and merger of codified
personal laws of Hindus, Muslims, Christians, Parsis.

Sutherland described
these newer crimes as white-collar crimes. The world wars
badly affected the whole set-up of our community at large,
resulting in the sudden upsurges of many problems. One
of the major problems was the scarcity of the essential
things and amounting demand, for them. The people
occupied in trade started to take advantage of the war
situation; which accelerated the growth of the newer form
criminality in a substantial way.

The policy of   Lasseiz-faire or non-interference of the
state in the material pursuits of the individuals and
association created an atmosphere  of extreme business
competitveness for individual advantages in the industrial
countries. Thus uncontrolled capitalism posed a serious
threat to the social welfare.

However the state in its turn did no longer remain a
silent spectator to the victimization and sufferings of general
masses. It began to realize the dangers inherent in
unrestricted capitalism, so the governments in  different
countries decided to come out with welfare schemes for
improving  the living standards of the common masses and
bringing about social and economic justice in the society
by putting an effective check  on the nefarious activities of
many categories of anti-social elements so as to preserve
the morality , and protect the public health,and material
welfare of the community as a whole. Today, the state being
a welfare state tends to control a vast a number of means
of production and distribution of goods and material services
etc.  Therefore the activities of the state multiply to a greater
extent. But unfortunately the heavy responsibility of the state
over burden its administration, which led to the insufficient
functioning of the governmental machinery. In addition to
the above, some incompetent, dishonest and unscrupulous
persons made their way into various public services. Both
the aforesaid factors helped in the expansion of the
socioeconomic offences eg. bribery, corruption, favouritism
and nepotism in public services and among  persons in
high authority, trafficking in licences, permits and quotas,
embezzlement, misappropriation and frauds relating to
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public property, and violation of  specifications in  public
contracts decides the fields of  socioeconomic offences
mentioned above, there are many areas where new
offences are emerging in menacing, proportions such as
smuggling and violation of foreign exchange regulation,
under invocing, overinvoicing, black marketing and
hoarding, profiteering, racketeering, share pushing  and
many other violations by man in legal professions as well
as in medical professions.

“Il legal sale of alchohol and
narcotics,abortion(illegal),illegal services to underworld
criminals, fraudulent reports and testimony in  accident
cases,fraud in income tax returns, extreme cases of
unnecessary treatment and surgical operations, fake
specialist and fee splitting”

Thus the socioeconomic criminality haa spread slowly
and gradually all over the world.
 Socio-Economic Offences In India - Our history tells us
that India has a rich culture and  heritage.It is understood
that  India was a land of believers who believed in values
and virtues of trust,honesty,truth  and benevolence that the
very part of the existence. India lost its original vigour and
virtuous existence and the Britishers corrupted the market
and polluted the minds of simple Indians.

The Britishers very cleverly entered India and in 1717
the Mughal emperor issued a “royal” order, which granted
the freedom to East-India Company to import and export
its goods in Bengal without paying taxes. That order also
gave a right to the company for issuing passes for the
movement its goods .This order provided favourable
circumstances for the servants of the East India Company
who in return misused this favour and broke the trust and
invaded the very freedom of India. This business tactics
gradually gave rise to newer form of criminality in India,
and the socioeconomic offences gradually start to develop.

The Britishers ruled over India for 200 years. In 1947
India got Independence. This era initiated the second phase
of socioeconomic offences in India. At this time, India was
trying to recover from the long run oppression. There was
scarcity of everything including administrative machinery
and setting up efficient and honest administrative machinery
immediately was not an easy task.

The Britisher gave India freedom, but created a divide
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between India and Pakistan that was another cause for the
development of the socioeconomic offences in India. The
havoc created at that time led to social disorganization and
economic catastrophe. The commerce and social structure
of India was totally jeopardized. People lost their
businesses, houses, etc. There was migrations from
Pakistan to India and many affluent businessmen had leave
their flourishing businesses and move out of Pakistan as
refugees. These refugees were devastated economically
and socially. Therefore all these factors created favourable
grounds for development of wide spread of Socioeconomic
Offences in India.

In modern times, the third phase of the development
of socioeconomic crimes was seen, which came through
rapid industrial development and urbanization where socio-
economic offences got much more chance for their growth
and development. The Santhanam Committee studied
these offences in detail and thecategories of socio-
economic offences noted by that committee are as follows:
1. Offences calculated to prevent or obstruct the

economic development of the country  and endanger
its economic health;

2. Evasion and avoidance of taxes lawfully imposed;
3. Misuse of their position by public servants in making

of contracts and disposal of public property, issue of
liicences and permits and similar other matters;

4. Delivery by individual’s industrial commercial
undertakings of goods not in accordance with agreed
specifications in fulfillment of contracts entered into
public authorities;

5. Profiteering, black marketing and hoarding;
6. Adulteration of food stuff and drugs,
7. Theft and misappropriation of public property and

funds; and
8. Trafficking in licences and permits etc.

The Indian Penal Code is the first law containing some
provisions for curbing socio-economic offences. It

provides some punishments for acts of adulteration, etc.
However the Santhanam Committee declared that that IPC
in day-to-day is not apt enough to be able to completely
cover the socioeconomic offences. Some other provisions
are also necessary.

After the first quarter of nineteenth century other
statutes for combating with Socio-Economic Offences were
made in India, particularly after independence many statutes
were  passed and amendments were made.

The Government of India after the appointment of the
Santhanam Committee had appointed the Wanchoo
Committee on 2nd of March, 1970. The duty of this
Committee was to focus attention on the problem of black

money which is accumulated through violation of foreign
exchange regulation, black-marketing and hoarding etc.

This committee made valuable suggestions for certain
amendments in statutes dealing with Socio-Economic
Offences. The suggestions of those committees led to the
Indian legisture to enact more laws, e.g.
1. The Foreign Exchange Regulation Act 1973;
2. The Smuggling and Foreign Exchnge manipulators act

1976;
3. The Control of  Foreign Exchange and Prevention of

Smuggling Act 1974; and
4. Criminal Procedure Code 1973 etc.

Similarly Law Commission of India made valuable
suggestions in the statutes dealing with socio-economic
offences, so as to make the punishments more stringent
for punishing the socio-economic offenders.Besides the
above mentioned Acts, some main enactments which deal
with socio-economic offences are as follows:
1. The Prevention of Corruption Act.
2. The Prevention of Food Adulteration Act.
3. The Prevention of Immoral Traffic (Amendment)

Act,1986
4. The Drugs and Cosmetics Act.

Socio-economic crimes completely cover the white
collar crimes, though there are minute differences.

It could therefore, be submitted that socio-economic
offences does not only extend the scope of the subject
matter of white-collar crime, as conceived by  Sutherland
and as appreciated by others but it is also of wider import.
 Socioeconomics has emerged as a separate field of study
in the late twentieth century. If we probe into the enigma of
socio economic offences the root cause lies in the lust for
money. These crimes are always committed by educated,
highly qualified and socially reputed people. The prominent
hall mark in socio economic crimes are that these offenders
pretend this illegitimate earned as legitimate money All the
white collar crimes are covered in socio-economic crimes.

Act (2013)
Criminal Law (Amendment) Act, 2013 - The Criminal Law
(Amendment) Act, 2013, an Indian legislation passed by
the Lok Sabha on 19 March 2013, and by the Rajya Sabha
on 21 March 2013, provides for amendment of Indian Penal
Code, Indian Evidence Act, and Code of Criminal
Procedure, 1973 on laws related to sexual offences. The
Bill received Presidential assent on 2 April 2013 and deemed
to came into force from 3 February 2013. It was originally
an Ordinance promulgatedby the President of India, Pranab
Mukherjee, on 3 February 2013, in light of the protests in
the 2012 Delhi gang rape case.
Reasons for the Enactment - The nation-wide spread
outrage over the brutal gang rape and subsequent death
of the physiotherapy intern in India’s very own capital city,
New Delhi was the driving force behind the passing of the
Criminal Law (Amendment) Act, 2013 that sought to amend
the existing laws regarding sexual offences in India. The
Act is deemed to be one of the most important changes
that have been made in the existing criminal laws namely
the Indian Penal Code, the Code of Criminal Procedure
and the Indian Evidence Act.
Nirbahaya Case / 2012 Delhi Gang Rape Case - The 2012
Delhi gang rape case involved a rape and fatal assault that
occurred on 16 December 2012 in Munirka, a
neighbourhood located in the southern part of New Delhi,
when a 23-year-old female physiotherapy intern was beaten
and gang raped in a private bus in which she was travelling
with a male friend. The victim later died due to her injuries.
The incident generated widespread national and
international coverage and was widely condemned, both in
India and abroad. Subsequently, public protests against
the Government of India and the Government of Delhi for
failing to provide adequate security for women took place
in New Delhi, where thousands of protesters clashed with
security forces. Similar protests took place in major cities
throughout the country demanding stricter laws and speedy

justice
The Justice V erma Committee - On December 23, 2012
a three member Committee headed by Justice J.S. Verma,
former Chief Justice of the Supreme Court, was constituted
to recommend amendments to the Criminal Law so as to
provide for quicker trial and enhanced punishment for
criminals accused of committing sexual assault against
women. The other members on the Committee were Justice
Leila Seth, former judge of the High Court of Delhi and
Gopal Subramaniam, former Solicitor General of India.

The committee urged the public in general and
particularly eminent jurists, legal professionals, NGOs,
women’s groups and civil society to share their views,
knowledge and experience suggesting possible
amendments in the criminal and other relevant laws to
provide for quicker investigation, prosecution and trial, and
also enhanced punishment for criminals accused of
committing sexual assault of an extreme nature against
women.
Recommendations of Justice V erma Committee
Punishment for Rape - The panel has not recommended
the death penalty for rapists. It suggests that the punishment
for rape should be rigorous imprisonment or RI for seven
years to life. It recommends that punishment for causing
death or a “persistent vegetative state” should be RI for a
term not be less than 20 years, but may be for life also,
which shall mean the rest of the person’s life. Gang-rape, it
suggests should entail punishment of not less than 20 years,
which may also extend to life and gang-rape followed by
death, should be punished with life imprisonment.
Punishment for other sexual offences -   The panel
recognized the need to curb all forms of sexual offences
and recommended  – Voyeurism be punished with up to
seven years in jail; stalking or attempts to contact a person
repeatedly through any means by  up to three years. Acid
attacks would be punished by up to seven years if
imprisonment; trafficking will be punished with RI for
seven to ten years.
Registering complaint s and medical examination -
 Every complaint of rape must be registered by the police
and civil society should perform its duty to report any case
of rape coming to its knowledge. “Any officer, who fails to
register a case of rape reported to him, or attempts to abort
its investigation, commits an offence which shall be
punishable as prescribed,” the report says. The protocols
for medical examination of victims of sexual assault have
also been suggested. The panel said, “Such protocol based,
professional medical examination is imperative for uniform
practice and implementation.”
Amendment of the Provisions of the Indian Penal Code,
1860 - The Criminal Law (Amendment) Act, 2013 that came
into force on the 3rd of February, 2013 amended as well as
inserted new sections in the IPC with regard to various
sexual offences. The new Act has expressly recognized
certain acts as offences which were dealt under related
laws. New offences like, acid attack, sexual harassment,
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voyeurism, stalking have been incorporated into the Indian
Penal Code.
Sexual Offences
Sexual Harassment – Section 354A
Provisions af ter Amendment
Section 354A  – Sexual harassment has been made a
gender neutral offence whereas earlier, a man who makes
unwelcome sexual advances, forcefully shows pornography
or demands/requests sexual favours from a woman
commits the offence of sexual harassment simpliciter under
section 354A; this is punishable by imprisonment of up to
three years. Making sexually coloured remarks also
amounts to sexual harassment, which is punishable by
imprisonment for up to one year.
Assault or Use of Criminal Force to woman with intent to
disrobe – Section 354B
Provisions af ter Amendment
Section 354B  – If a man assaults or uses criminal force to
any woman or abets such act with the intention of disrobing
or compelling her to be naked in any public place, he
commits an offence under section 354B, which is
punishable with imprisonment between three and seven
years.
This section deals with a very specific offence and adds to
and supplements the provision dealing with the offence of
outraging the modesty of a woman. Voyeurism – Section
354C
Voyeurism is the act of watching a person engaged in private
activities. If a man watches a woman engaged in private
activities, when the woman does not expect anyone to be
watching, he has committed the offence of voyeurism.
Provisions af ter Amendment
Section 354C  – Any man who watches, or captures the
image of a woman engaging in a private act in
circumstances where she would usually have the
expectation of not being observed either by the perpetrator
or by any other person at the behest of the perpetrator or
disseminates such image shall be punished. Under Section
354C, such a person is liable.
In case of first conviction, imprisonment is not to be less
than one year, but may extend to three years, and shall
also be liable to fine, and on a second or subsequent
conviction, punishment with imprisonment of either
description for a term which shall not be less than three
years, but which may extend to seven years, and shall also
be liable to fine.
Stalking – Section 354D .
Provisions af ter Amendment
Section 354D  – Stalking has been made a specific offence
under this new section. If a man stalks a woman, he may
be punished with imprisonment of up to three years for the
first time, and five years for the subsequent convictions.
However, the offence is subject to certain exceptions like
where a person can show that the acts done were in
pursuance of some law, amounted to reasonable conduct
or in order to prevention of some crime.

As per the definition in Section 354D the offence was
gender-neutral offence, making the crime of stalking
punishable for both the gender whether male or female.
However, the Amendment Act of 2013 changed ‘Whosoever’
to ‘Any Man’ making the offence of Stalking a gender-
specific offence. Section 354D of the Ordinance of 2013,
was highly inspired from the definition of ‘Stalking’ in Section
2A of the Protection from Harassment Act, 1997 passed by
British Parliament on 25th November 2012.

Under the Act, the offence is limited to the physical act
of following or contacting a person, provided that there has
been a clear sign of disinterest, or to monitoring the use by
a woman of the internet, email or any other forms of
electronic communication.
·       Rape – Section 375 and 376
Justice Krishna Iyer in the case of Rafiq v . State of
U.P. made a remark that, “ a murderer kills the body ,
but a rapist kills the soul ”. .
Provisions af ter Amendment
Section 375 – Under the new section, a man is said to
commit rape if there is:
Penetration of penis into vagina, urethra, mouth or anus of
any person, or making any other person to do so with him
or any other person;

Insertion of any object or any body part, not being penis,
into vagina, urethra, mouth or anus of any person, or making
any other person to do so with him or any other person;
Manipulation of any body part so as to cause penetration
of vagina, urethra, mouth or anus or any body part of such
person or makes the person to do so with him or any other
person;

Application of mouth to the penis, vagina, anus, urethra
of another person or makes such person to do so with him
or any other person;

Lastly, touching the vagina, penis, anus or breast of
the person or makes the person touch the vagina, penis,
anus or breast of that person or any other person.
The 2013 Act expands the definition of rape to include oral
sex as well as the insertion of an object or any other body
part into a woman’s vagina, urethra or anus.

The punishment for rape is seven years at the least,
and may extend up to life imprisonment. Any man who is a
police officer, medical officer, army personnel, jail officer,
public officer or public servant commits rape may be
imprisoned for at least ten years. A punishment of life
imprisonment, extending to death has been prescribed for
situations where the rape concludes with the death of the
victim, or the victim entering into a vegetative state. Gang
rape has been prescribed a punishment of at least 20 years
under the newly amended sections.

The new amendment defines ‘consent’, to mean an
unequivocal agreement to engage in a particular sexual
act; clarifying further, that the absence of resistance will
not imply consent. Non-consent is a key ingredient for
commission of the offence of rape. The definition of consent
therefore is key to the outcome of a rape trial, and has
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been interpreted systemically to degrade and discredit
victims of rape.
Exceptions to the Section
Marital rape, a contentious issue among feminist groups in
India, is an exception to section 375, provided that the wife
is not under 15 years of age.

An exception also has been provided for the purpose
of medical examination. In April, 2013, the Supreme Court
criticised present medical tests for rape survivals, and has
castigated the standard two-finger test in the case of Lillu
@ Rajesh v. State of Harya. Justices BS Chauhan and
Kalifulla have directed the centre to provide better medical
tests that do not violate the dignity of rape-survivors, thus
preventing a “second rape”.
Conclusion - In conclusion, it can be said that women in
India, through their own unrelenting efforts and with the
help of Constitutional and other legal provisions and also
with the aid of Government’s various welfare schemes, are
trying to find their own place under the sun. And it is a
heartening sign that their participation in employment-
government as well as private, in socio-political activities
of the nation and also their presence at the highest decision
making bodies is improving day by day.

However, we are still far behind in achieving the equality
and justice which the Preamble of our Constitution talks

about. The real problem lies in the patriarchal and male-
dominated system of our society which considers women
as subordinate to men and creates different types of
methods to subjugate them.

The need of us is to educate and sensitize male
members of the society regarding women issues and try to
inculcate a feeling of togetherness and equality among them
so that they would stop their discriminatory practices
towards the fairer sex.

For this to happen apart from Government, the efforts
are needed from various NGOs and from enlightened
citizens of the country. And first of all efforts should begin
from our homes where we must empower female members
of our family by providing them equal opportunities of
education, health, nutrition and decision making without any
discrimination.Because India can become a powerful nation
only if it truly empowers its women.
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Sexual Harrassment : The Law

Introduction - In India sexual harassment is termed “Eve
teasing” and is termed as unwelcome sexual gesture or
behavior whether directly or indirectly as sexually coloured
remarks; physical contacts and advances; showing
pornography; a demand or request for sexual favours ; any
other unwelcome physical , verbal/nonverbal conduct being
sexual in nature and/or sexually offensive and unacceptable
remarks. The critical factor is unwelcomeness of the
behavior, thereby making the impact of such actions on
the recipient more relevant rather than intent of the
perpetrator.

The Indian Constitution provides fundamental rights
to a woman and sexual harassment infringes these
fundamental rights of gender equality unger Article 14 and
her right to life and live with dignity under Article 21.

Pre-1997 the person facing sexual harassment at
workplace had to lodge a complaint under Section 354 of
the Indian Penal Code 1860that deals with the ‘criminal
assault of women to outrage women’s modesty’, and
Section 509 that punishes an individual for using a ‘word,
gesture or act intended to insult the modesty of a woman.

During the 1990s, Rajasthan state government
employee Bhanwari Devi who tried to prevent child marriage
as part of her duties as a worker of the Women
Development Program was raped by the landlords of the
community. The landlords who were enraged by her(in their
words: “a lowly woman from a poor and potter community
“) ‘guts’ decided to teach her a lesson and raped her
repeatedly. The eape survivor did not get justice from
Rajasthan High Court and rapists were allowed to go free.
This enraged a women’s rights group called Vishaka that
filed a public interest litigation in the Supreme Court of India.

This case brought to the attention of the Supreme Court
of India,, “the absence of domestic law occupying the field,
to formulate effective measures to check the evil of sexual
harassment of working women at all places.”
Vishakha vs. S tate of Rajasthan
In 1997, the Supreme Court passed a landmark judgement
in the same Vishaka case lying down guidelines to be
followed by in dealing with complaints about sexual
harassment. Vishaka guidelines were stipulated by
Supreme Court of India in Vishakha and others vs. State of
Rajasthan case in 1997, regarding sexual harassment at
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workplace. The court stated that these guidelines were to
implemented until legislation is passed to deal with the
issue.

The court decided that the consideration of
“International Convention and norms are significant for the
purpose of interpretation of the guarantee of gender equality,
right to  work with human dignity in Articles 14, 15 19 (1) (g)
and 21 of the constitution and the safeguards against sexual
harassment implicit therein;

While the Apex Court has given mandatory guidelines
known has Vishaka Guidelines, for resolution and
prevention of sexual harassment enjoining employers by
holding them respomsible for providing safe work
environment for women,the issue still remains under
carpets for most women and employers.

Vishaka guidelines apply to both organized and
unorganized work sectors and to all women whether
working part time, on contract or in voluntary/honorary
capacity .The guidelines are a broad framework which put
a lot of emphasis on prevention and within which all
appropriate preventive measures can be adapted. One very
important preventive measure is to adopt a sexual
harassment policy, which expressly prohibits sexual
harassment at work place and provides effective grievance
procedure, which has provisions clearly laid down for

The Sexual Harassment of Women at Workplace
(Prevention, Prohibition and Redressal)Act,2013 is a
legislative act in India that seeks to protect women from
sexual harassment at their place of work . It was passed
by the Lok Shabha on 3 september 2012. It was passed by
the Rajya Shabha on 26 February 2013. The Bill got the
assent of the president on 23 April 2013. The Act came into
force from 9 December 2013.
Major Features

The Act defines sexual harassment at the work place
and creates a mechanism for redressal of complaints. It
also provides safeguards against false or malicious
charges.

The definition of “aggrieved woman”, who will get
protection under the Act is extremely wide to cover all
women, irrespective of her age or employment status,
whether in the organized or unorganized sectors, public or
private and covers clients, customers and domestic workers
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as well.
While the “workplace” in the Vishaka Guidelines is

confined to the traditional office set-up where there is a
clear employer- employee relationship, the Act goes much
further to include organization, department, office, branch
and unit etc. in the public and private sector, organized and
unorganized, hospitals, nursing homes, educational
institutions, sports institutes, stadium, and any place visited
by the employee during the course of employment including
the transportion.

The Committee is required to complete the inquiry
within a time period of 90 days. On completion of the inquiry,
the report will be sent to the employer or the District Officer,
as the case may be, they are mandated to take action on
the report within 60 days.

Every employer is required to constitute an Internal
Complaints Committee at each office or branch with 10 or
more employees. The District Officer is required to

constitute a Local Complaints Committee at each district
and it is required in block level.

The Complaints Committee have the powers of civil
courts for gathering evidence.

The Complaints Committees are required to provide
for conciliation before initiating an inquiry if requested by
the complainant.

The Act has identified sexual harassment as a violation
of the fundamental rights of woman to equality under articles
14 and 15 of the constitution of India and her right to life
with human dignity under article 21 of the constitution.
It was further held that each incident of sexual harassment
at the work place, result in the violation of fundamental right
to gender equalities and right to life and personal liberty.

Abstract - Rape is one of the most brutal forms of violation of a woman’s privacy and integrity. In the wake of
increasing rapes in the country, the rape laws were amended in 2013 on the recommendations of the Justice J.S.
Verma Committee Report. However, one of the biggest lacunae that exist in the criminal law of India is the non-
criminalization of marital rape. Marital Rape is not criminalized as it is believed that in a marriage, there is implied
consent. But, rape is still rape even though the parties are in the reaction of husband and wife. Many countries have
done away with the exception of marital rape in their penal statutes. This has been recommended in India as well by
the Law Commission and the Justice Verma Committee. However, no concrete action has been taken. It is high time
that marital rape be criminalised as it a violation of Fundamental Rights. The main purpose of this paper is to find out
as to whether sex without the consent of wife should be considered as rape.

Introduction - “A Murderer Kills the body but a Rapist
Kills the soul” - Justice Krishna Ayer
Meaning of Marit al Rape - Being a part of the wedlock
does not permit the man to forcefully have sex with his
wife. The right to have sexual intercourse must be
consensual and not an obligation of the wife. The wife
should have the liberty to refuse to have sex and cannot be
compelled by her husband to do it. Even today the law
system in India does not recognize marital rape as a crime.
It is a debatable issue on which so far no conclusion has
been drawn.
Effect s of Marit al Rape - Marital rape affects a woman
drastically, it has always been thought that if a woman is
raped by her partner it is comparatively less traumatic for
her, but that is a myth. Research shows that marital rape
has more severe and long lasting consequences for women
because of the simple fact that the rapist is none other
than her husband with whom she had expected to spend a
lifetime of happiness.
The effects of marital rape can be broadly classified into
two categories :
1. Physical effect s – The physical effects of marital rape
include injuries to private organs, bruises , torn muscles ,
lacerations, fatigue, fractures etc. women who are subjected
to physical violence as well as rape suffer from other com-
plications like blackened eyes , broken bones, and wounds
inflicted by any sort of a weapon, during sexual
violence.Women also go through some gynecological prob-
lems due to marital rape like miscarriages, infections, in-
fertility and also the chance of contracting of various sexu-
ally transmitted diseases like HIV etc.
2. Psychological effect s –The trauma a woman goes
through when her own husband repeatedly rapes her can-
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not be explained in words. The psychological effects are
far worse than the physical effects, some of the short term
psychological effects are shock, fear , post traumatic stress
, suicidal tendencies etc. the long term effects include eat-
ing disorders, depression , sexual dysfunction etc.
Laws In Other Countries - Most of the common law
countries like Australia, South Africa and Canada have
followed the England system and have abolished marital
rape law exemption. For instance, in Australia under Section
73(4) of the Criminal Law Consolidation Act, 1953 provides
“No person shall, by reasonably of the fact that he is married
to some other person, be presumed to have consented to
an indecent assault by that other person.”
 Marit al Rape in Indian Perspective  - Though many
attempts and efforts have been done to criminalize marital
rape but still marital rape is not considered as an offence in
India. Despite amendments, law commissions and new
legislations, it is not an offence in India. In view of various
legislators it just depends upon the interpretation of the
courts about this debilitating act. However, section 375 of
Indian Penal Code to some extent has stated in its
exceptional clause talking about what would be considered
as marital rape, if there is any sexual intercourse by a man
with his own wife and the wife is not under the age of 15
which inevitably means that if the wife is above the age of
15 , then it will not be considered as rape and hence not a
marital rape.
Marit al Rape: Infringement of Fundament al Right s -
Several states have recognised marital rape as an offence
breaking the chauvinistic view. In earlier times, a woman
was considered to be the sexual property of the woman.
However, now this view has changed and she is equal to
her husband.
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The exception under Art. 375 which permits a man to
have sexual intercourse with his wife without her consent
is the infringement of Article 14 and Article 21 of the
Constitution.Article14 protects a person from discrimination.
But the exemption under Section 375 of IPC, 1860
discriminates a wife when it comes to protection from rape.
Article 21 provides the fundamental right to life and live
with human dignity. The current law fails to look at consent
of a woman as an elementary condition for sexual element;
and taking away the element of consent from married
woman when cohabiting is not only immoral but also
unconstitutional. Even in Bodhisattwa Gautam v. Subhra
Chakrabort , the Supreme Court said that ‘rape is a crime
against basic human rights and a violation of the victim’s
most cherished of fundamental rights, namely, the right to
life enshrined in Article 21 of the Constitution.’ Yet the current
law negates this very pronouncement by not recognizing
marital rape, thus, directly violating the Right to life with
dignity under Article 21.
Conclusion - Although marriage is considered as a
sacrament in India but it does not mean that it validates
marital rape. Apart from the above proposed changes and
amendments we need to create awareness among the
general public by educating public to view women not only
from the point of view for feminine benefits but also to treat
woman as valuable partners in life. In this regard the issue
can be properly solved and terminated.

Suggestions :
1. Marital rape should be recognized by Parliament as

an offence under the Indian Penal Code.
2. The punishment for marital rape should be the same

as the one prescribed for rape under Section            376
of the Indian Penal Code.

3. The fact that the parties are married should not make
the sentence lighter.

4. It should not be a defence to the charge that the wife
did not fight back and resisted forcefully or screamed
and shouted.

5. The wife should have an option of getting a decree of
divorce if the charge of marital rape is proved against
her husband. Though a case of marital rape may fall
under cruelty or rape as a ground of divorce, it is
advisable to have the legal position clarified.

6. Demand for divorce may be an option for the wife, but
if the wife does not want to resort to divorce and wants
to continue with the marriage then the marriage should
be allowed to continue.

7. Corresponding changes in the matrimonial laws should
be made.

Though he did refer to Vedic Mantras,
he considered it a sacrilege to alter a Vedic Sentence during
public discourse.

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Teaching of English Language to the Tribal Learners
: A Humanistic Approach

Introduction - The general usage of the term ‘mother
tongue’ denotes not only the language one learns from one’s
mother but it is also the speaker’s dominant and home
language, that is not only the first language according to
the time of acquisition but the first with regards to its
importance and the speaker’s ability to master its linguistic
and communicative aspects. In most cases it is the
language that a person acquires in early childhood because
it is spoken in the family and/or it is the language of the
region where the child lives. Linguists commonly use the
term L1 to refer to a first or native language and the term
L2 to refer to a second or a foreign language that is being
studied. In this paper English language has been taken as
the target language.

English has long been a language of great significance
as it allows growth, power, position etc. It has been a
medium with which people feel they can be at par with the
world. It has been taught as a second language in schools,
colleges and universities. It is equally a language of
business communication. Among these benefits of English
language, we cannot deny the fact that it has been difficult
for the teachers of English to teach English as a second
language to tribal learners. The present paper focusses on
the problems of teaching English as a second language to
the tribal students and the challenges faced. The attempt
has been made to identify the difficulties in the teaching
and learning of English in tribal areas. At the same time the
paper suggests a humanistic approach that should be
adapted while dealing with these types of problems.

Teaching English as a second language in tribal areas
becomes a great problem because of the cultural variations,
long kept habit, lack of motivation and interest, mother
tongue influence, attitude towards learning and so on. One
of the major problems of teaching English in the tribal areas
is to change the mindset of the people. The conservative
attitude of the people in tribal areas hinders the learning of
English as second language. People in tribal areas do not
believe in the necessity of change. They do not understand
that education and learning of English helps to stand on
par with the modern world.Lack of motivation and
encouragement is again a major challenge for teaching
English. Studies show that the teachers’ motivation and
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encouragement work. It is seen that a teacher’s motivation
is more effective in the teaching-learning process than her
competence. The fear of learning a foreign language can
be best handled by the teacher. Hence the role of a teacher
is important. If the teacher is able to establish a good rapport
with the learners then it would make his job easy. A teacher
can inspire the student and develop self confidence in him
by creating a congenial atmosphere.

It is very important to design the syllabus according to
the context in which the tribal students live. Relevant
changes should be made in the syllabus. The lessons in
the text should be related to the actual life and happenings
of the tribal area. It becomes difficult for a tribal learner to
understand the European and the American contexts given
in the texts. The teacher should therefore be acquainted
with the life in tribal area where she has to teach. She should
be well aware of the customs, manners and most
importantly the language of the tribal learners. The teacher
should first learn the native language of the tribal learners
so that she can teach by drawing out the similarities and
differences in both that is the mother tongue and the target
language. The four basic skills that is listening, reading,
writing and speaking should be taught to the tribal learners
which would enable them to have a close communion with
the language. (Tayade, 2011) Oral drills is considered to
be an important method because language is best learnt
orally first and then the writing can follow.The commonly
applied ELT methods include:
1. Bilingual Method – the second language can be learned
with the help of L1 that is the first language of the learner.
2. Natural Method – also known as the psychological
method stresses on developing oral and listening skills of
English rather than the bookish grammar.
3. Communicative Method – it lays emphasis on the
meaning and functions rather than on the form.
4. Grammar- Translation Method – the most practiced
method in India which uses word to word translation.
5. Situational Method–gives importance to language as
a system of structurally related elements of phonemes,
morphemes, words, structure and sentence types.

While teaching English to the tribal learners, the above-
mentioned ELT methods can be appliedaccording to the
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learning ability of the learner. It is important for a teacher to
identify the difficulties a learner is facing and then rectify
accordingly. He can apply any of the ELT method or even
adopt a mixed approach. So, the most important task of a
teacher is to understand the psychology of the learner and
accordingly form the module. A sensitive teacher should
put in his efforts to remove the Socio-Psychological
problems of the learners and to motivate and encourage
them. A teacher teaching English to tribal learners needs
to have patience and perseverance. Only this would give
the learners the confidence to express themselves and clear
all their doubts.An honest hard labour of a teacher would
certainly inspire the learners. In order to retain the interest
of the learners in learning L2, a teacher needs to adopt
innovative methods. Interesting and creative assignments
should be given to the learners. The teacher can ask the
learners to create their own tales and poems on their real-
life situation or may encourage them to narrate anecdotes
from their day-to-day life. The learners should be
encouraged to read English papers and magazines.  The
learners should be provided an informal atmosphereto
express themselves. An examination should not be the only
method of testing the learner. A teacher should further be
given the liberty to choose the teaching material and she
should work towards the development of the proficiency of
the learner in English rather than helping him to obtain good
marks in the examination.

The paper suggests that for the effective teaching-
learning mode in the tribal area the teacher and the student
should be in the accommodating position. The following
principles of humanistic approach should be taken into
account while dealing with the tribal learners:
1. Communication that is useful to the learner must be

given importance
2. Good peer support and interaction are needed for

learning
3. Learning L2 should be considered as a self-realization

experience
4. Class atmosphere be more important than the

materials or methods used
5. Working in pairs and groups be preferred
6. The teacher should be the facilitator
7. The teacher should be proficient in both the target

language and the native language
8. The teacher should show patience, perseverance,

sensitivity, involvement, hard-work and honesty
9. Respect to the individual for his or her feelings

It has been observed that the humanistic approach has
a significant place in language teaching and learning. This
approach helps the teachers to create a congenial
atmosphere which further helps the learners to feel relaxed
and comfortable. The teacher with this approach lends an
ear to the concerns, fears and interest of the learners and
the learners in turn show trust in the teacher. The paper
thus suggests that humanistic approach must be offered
for effective teaching of English language to tribal learners.
